DAY 2: SMALL THINGS MATTER

Read Matthew 13:31-32 NIrV

God’s Kingdom doesn’t always look big or impressive at
first. Sometimes it starts with something so small that
people barely notice. But God loves using small begin-
nings to do great things. God celebrates starts, not just
finishes. You don’t have to wait until you're older, louder,
or braver. Jesus shows us that God’s Kingdom often be-

gins with small steps taken in faith.

Reflect: What'’s one thing you want to start doing to grow
in your faith?

DAY 3: GOD’S KINGDOM GROWS INSIDE YOU

Read Luke 17:20-21 NIrV

God’s Kingdom is not just something we see one day in
the future. Jesus showed us that God’s Kingdom begins
in our hearts. When you choose love, patience, or kind-
ness, God’s Kingdom is growing inside you.

Sometimes growth is slow, like waiting for dough to rise.
You can’t rush it, but you can trust that God is working.
Even when you don't feel different right away, God’s Spirit
is shaping you to be more like Jesus. Following Jesus means
letting God change you from the inside out so His love can

shine through you.

DAY 4: GOD WORKS THROUGH YOU

Read Colossians 1:27 NirV

When you follow Jesus, God invites you to be part of
His Kingdom story.

DAY 3: JESUS MADE A WAY

Read Romans 5:8 NIrV

Have you ever been somewhere you couldn’t get into—like
a building that was locked or a place you needed a special
pass to enter? You couldn’t get in on your own. You needed
help. The Bible teaches us that God’s Kingdom is perfect
and holy. Because we all make mistakes, we can’t enter
God’s Kingdom by ourselves. But here’s the good news:
Jesus made the way! Jesus came to earth, lived a perfect
life, died on the cross for our sins, and rose again. Because
of what Jesus did, we can be forgiven and welcomed into
God’s Kingdom. We don’t earn it by being perfect—we
receive it by trusting Jesus. When we believe in Jesus,
we become part of God’s family and His Kingdom. That
means we live for Him, follow His ways, and share His

love with others every day.

Reflect: What did Jesus do to make a way for us to be part
of God’s Kingdom?

DAY 4: JESUS CAME FOR YOU

Read 1 Timothy 1:15 NirV

The apostle Paul explained why Jesus came. Jesus didn’t

come only for people who look like they have it all together.
He came to rescue people who need help. We are all like
the lost sheep sometimes. We make choices that don’t line
up with God’s ways. But God didn’t give up on us. He sent
Jesus to make a way back. Because of Jesus, you can be

forgiven, loved, and welcomed into God’s Kingdom.

At-Home Activity: Talk with someone at home about
a time they felt lost or needed help. How did someone

show them care or love?

DAY 5: PART OF THE KINGDOM
Read Colossians 1:13

Have you ever been stuck somewhere and needed help
getting out? Maybe you were lost, scared, or unsure what
to do next. Being rescued means someone stronger comes
to help and leads you to safety. The Bible tells us that God
rescues us through Jesus. Without Jesus, we are stuck in
darkness—confused by sin and separated from God. But
because of Jesus, God rescues us and brings us into His
Kingdom. God’s Kingdom is a place of light, love, truth, and
forgiveness. When we trust Jesus, we become part of God’s
Kingdom right now! That means we live differently—we
choose kindness, honesty, and love because we belong to
Him. Jesus didn'’t just save us from something; He saved us

for something, to live as children of God in His Kingdom.

DAY 2: WHAT GOD IS LIKE

Read John 14:8-9 NIrV

Have you ever wondered what God is like? Is He kind? Is
He patient? Does He care about people who are left out?
One day, Jesus’ friends asked Him that same question.
Jesus told them something amazing. When you look at
Jesus, you are seeing what God is like. Jesus didn’t just
talk about God’s Kingdom. He lived it.

Everywhere Jesus went, He showed God’s Kingdom by
loving people, helping the hurting, forgiving sins, and
welcoming those others ignored. When Jesus showed

compassion, that was God’s Kingdom in action. When

DAY 3: NO MATTER WHAT

DAY 4: LOVING LIKE THE FATHER

Read Luke 15:28-32 NIrV

The older son was angry that his brother was forgiven. He
felt like it wasn’t fair. But the father reminded him that his
love was always available. Sometimes we feel like the older
son. We compare ourselves to others or think someone
doesn’t deserve forgiveness. But God invites us to love

others the same way He loves us.

At-Home Activity: Talk with someone at home about a
time forgiveness was hard. How can showing love help
heal relationships?

DAY 5: EVERYONE IS WELCOME

Read Romans 8:38-39 NIrV

Sometimes we feel worried or afraid. We might wonder,
“Does God still love me when I mess up? Does He love me
when I'm scared or sad?” The Bible gives us a very clear
answer: Yes! Romans 8:38-39 tells us that nothing can
separate us from God’s love. Not our mistakes. Not hard
days. Not fear. Not the future. God’s love is strong and never
lets go. Because of Jesus, God’s love is always with us. When
we trust Jesus, we are safe in His love forever. That means
we can be brave, hopeful, and confident, knowing that
God will never leave us. No matter what happens, God’s
love stays the same. God’s love is bigger than any mistake.

Nothing can separate you from His love.

DAY 2: WORTH EVERYTHING

Read Luke 4:18-19 NIrV

When Jesus began His ministry, He explained why He
came. He said He was sent to bring good news, help people
who were hurting, and set things right.
