What is Fusion? 

Fusion is Indiana's can't-miss youth conference for 9th-12th graders! Hosted annually at Indiana 
Wesleyan University in Marion, Indiana, Fusion helps draw high school students closer to a 
lasting relationship with Jesus through music, teaching, games, and more. 

Who can attend Fusion? 

Fusion is open to all students currently in 9th-12th grade. 

When and where does Fusion take place? 

Fusion will be held on April 10-11 at Indiana Wesleyan University in Marion, Indiana. 

How much does it cost to attend Fusion? 

The cost to attend Fusion is $99 per student. This fee includes admission to all conference 
sessions, activities, transportation/housing, and select meals. 

Where will we be staying? 

Students will be staying at the Holiday Inn Express & Suites Marion by IHG during Fusion 
weekend. Students will be divided by grade and gender, and housing requests were collected 
during registration to help us make room assignments. 

Each room will house four students, with students sharing a queen bed with another student. For 
safety and accountability, leaders will be monitoring the hallways throughout the stay and 
conducting room checks to ensure students are in the appropriate rooms at the appropriate 
times. 

How will transportation be handled? 

Transportation will be provided to IWU and back. We will depart from Connection Pointe at 
4:30pm on April 10 and depart IWU at 7:30pm on April 11. 

 



 

 

What time is Check-In? 

Check in will begin at 4:30pm at Connection Pointe Brownsburg. We will provide students with a 
boxed Chick-fil-A meal which will include a chicken sandwich, chips, and a cookie. If your student 
cannot have this meal due to an allergy, please select the allergy-friendly option. 

What can my student expect at Fusion? 

Fusion is packed with high-energy worship, impactful messages from inspiring speakers, exciting 
games, and opportunities to connect with other high school students and youth leaders from 
across the region. 

How do I register for Fusion? 

Fusion registration requires two separate registrations: 

First, register with Connection Pointe: HERE. 

Then, register with IWU (Fusion): HERE. 

Please note: The IWU registration is separate from Connection Pointe’s registration and is an 
additional required form.

Please note: This registration is separate from Connection Pointe’s registration and is an 
additional required form. The link to complete Fusion’s registration will appear on your 
confirmation screen after registering with Connection Pointe and will also be sent via email. 

• Create an account. 

• Complete all required waivers and enter student and emergency contact information. 

• Select the Fusion event under sessions. 

• When prompted for Church/Group Name, select: Connection Pointe Students.
