What is the Senior Launch Retreat?
The Senior Launch Retreat is a weekend experience designed exclusively for graduating seniors. It’s a 
time to celebrate your accomplishments, deepen your faith, and prepare for the next steps in life. You’ll 
reflect on your journey so far, receive practical tools for success, and form lasting connections with 
your peers and leaders.

Where will my student stay? 

Your student will be staying at Elk Ridge Ranch in French Lick, Indiana, which offers two separate 
buildings onsite for accommodations. Students will be housed by gender in separate buildings, and all 
meals and teaching sessions will take place in the common area of the male cabin. Please note that 
due to the available accommodations, students may be required to share a queen or king bed with 
another student.

What activities will be included?
The weekend will feature a mix of activities including time in beautiful cabins, skiing, fun at a waterpark, 
plenty of time playing games and laughing with others, and powerful teaching sessions. You'll also 
participate in group discussions and activities aimed at helping you maintain your faith and build 
meaningful relationships in the years ahead. 

What is covered in the cost? 

The cost of the retreat covers all food, transportation, retreat materials, housing, an indoor waterpark 
ticket, and a ticket to Paoli Peaks. Please note that the cost does not include your student’s ski or 
snowboard rental, or their lift ticket for Paoli Peaks.
