 (D) THE COUNTY EXECUTIVE OF ANNE ARUNDEL COUNTY SHALL 8 

DESIGNATE THE CHAIR OF THE COMMITTEE. 9

 (F) ON OR BEFORE FEBRUARY 1 EACH YEAR, THE COMMITTEE SHALL 18 

REPORT ITS ACHIEVEMENTS, FINDINGS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE COUNTY 19 

EXECUTIVE OF ANNE ARUNDEL COUNTY, THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF ANNE 20 

ARUNDEL COUNTY, AND, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2–1257 OF THE STATE 21 

GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, THE ANNE ARUNDEL COUNTY DELEGATION TO THE 22 

GENERAL ASSEMBLY. 23 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 24 

October 1, 2025. It shall remain effective for a period of 5 years and, at the end of September 25 

30, 2030, this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly, shall be 26 

abrogated and of no further force and effect. 27
