"FUNDS FOR MECKLENBURG COUNTY FAMILY JUSTICE CENTER

SECTION 9C.1. Notwithstanding the Committee Report referenced in Section 43.2
of this act or any other provision of law to the contrary, funds appropriated in this act from the
General Fund to the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Child and Family
Well-Being, for the 2024-2025 fiscal year are increased by the sum of one million seven hundred
fifty thousand dollars ($1,750,000) in nonrecurring funds. Of the funds appropriated to the
Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Child and Family Well-Being, for the
2024-2025 fiscal year, the sum of one million seven hundred fifty thousand dollars ($1,750,000)
in nonrecurring funds shall be allocated as a directed grant to Mecklenburg County for costs
associated with (i) the purchase of additional land to establish a family justice center known as
The Umbrella Center, which will offer comprehensive services for victims of interpersonal
violence such as domestic violence, sexual assault, child abuse, elder abuse, and human
trafficking; and (ii) the construction of a deceleration lane for ingress to the family justice

SECTION 9H.5A.(a) Notwithstanding S.L. 2023-134, the Committee Report
referenced in Section 43.2 of that act, or any other provision of law to the contrary, funds
appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of Health and Human Services, Division
of Public Health, for the 2024-2025 fiscal year for Carolina Pregnancy Care Fellowship are
decreased by the sum of one million seven hundred fifty thousand dollars ($1,750,000) in
recurring funds.
