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MYANMAR:
EL EVANGELIO EN EL
TRIANGULO DORADO

Creyentes Cuadrangulares estan viendo a Dios
obrar a pesar de la persecucién, consumo de
drogas y tensiones étnicas.

E n lo que Myanmar emerge de un pasado
represivo, la iglesia crece a pesar de la
persistente oposicion humana y espiritual.
Lideres Cuadrangulares en esta nacion
predominantemente budista, recientemente
recibieron noticas alentadoras: los legisladores
derogaron una ley severa que le habia permitido
a regimenes militares previos detener a la gente
sin cargos, silenciando la disension.

Esta accion es la evidencia mas reciente de
que la persecucion abierta disminuye cada
vez mas. Aun asi, en afos recientes, ministros

Cuadrangulares han enfrentado arresto y
encarcelamiento. Los cargos en su contra
fueron retirados eventualmente, pero una
resistencia de bajo perfil al evangelio sigue
siendo un desafio al alentador crecimiento de
la Cuadrangular, notablemente en el oriente
del estado de Shan.

Una “persecucion mas leve” se ha levantado alli,
nos informa Jason (apellido omitido por razones
de seguridad), el misionero de area de Foursquare
Missions International (Misiones Cuadrangulares
Internacionales, o FMI) para el Sur de Asia. Dice
que, “Hay menos libertad para viajar a nuevas
areas para evangelizar o para salir de otras areas
para asistir a capacitaciones de liderazgo para
obreros en funcion”.

Sin embargo, el evangelio sigue avanzando.
Los obreros Cuadrangulares ya han llegado a
mas de la mitad de su meta de 150 iglesias en
la region de Shan, parte del notorio “Triangulo
Dorado”. Incluyendo a las naciones limitrofes como
Tailandia, el area es responsable por la mayor parte
de la heroina y opio del mundo.

Aunque estas drogas eran mayormente exportadas
por anos, recientemente algunos narcotraficantes
han estado cultivando un mercado local. “A los
jovenes les esta afectando severamente, con algunas
aldeas informando que la mitad de sus jévenes estan
consumiendo drogas”, dice Jason.

A pesar de esta resistencia, el reto es en
ultima instancia una “fuerte oposicion espiritual”,
especialmente en el area que sirve de hogar a los

birmanos, el grupo étnico mayoritario que le diese
al pais su nombre anterior, Birmania. Pero para las
étnias minoritarias de Shan, “hay una mayor libertad
para que el Espiritu se mueva”. Jason lo atribuye a
dos cosas: el budismo aln no esta tan sdlidamente
establecido, y algunos en el area hablan de una
antigua profecia de un visitante que vendria con un
libro sagrado para que ellos lo siguieran.

Ademas, una sefal de la mano de Dios en
la obra en Myanmar es que las tensiones se
estan desvaneciendo entre los diferentes grupos
étnicos en la pequena poblacion cristiana.

La Cuadrangular ha ayudado en aquello con
dos lideres de distrito aportando ayuda en el
entrenamiento de otros con el programa de
discipulado interdenominacional Alpha.

Entre los nuevos discipulos esta un ex-sacerdote
animista recientemente tocado por la oracion.
Como resultado, llegd a Cristo y Jason esta
seguro de que sera una gran influencia en su
comunidad. Jason dice: “A lo mejor se convertira
en pastor, como otros ex-sacerdotes animistas
convertidos a Jesus”.

uando mi esposo George y yo empezamos
con las misiones en esta parte del mundo
hace unos 29 anos, una de nuestras metas era
levantar pastores y misioneros locales, personas
que pudieran hablar el lenguaje del corazén de
aquellos a quienes ministran.
Pero Dios no nos
pidié hacer esto
solos. Nos bendijo con
nuestros amigos y
companeros misioneros
Cuadrangulares,
Sou y Ted Olbrich,
en Cambodia.
Un gran aspecto del
ministerio de los Olbrich
es el discipular y enviar a los locales por todo
el Sudeste de Asia para ensefar el evangelio,
guiados por el Espiritu Santo. “Esto no es algo
que solo los extranjeros pueden hacer”, dice
Sou, quien nacid princesa en un pais cerrado

al evangelio. “Esto es algo que Dios quiere que
usted haga”.

En una ocasion una mujer se acercé a Sou 'y
a Ted, y Dios la sand. Después ella regresoé a
su aldea islefa, bendecida con un espiritu de
evangelista. Hoy toda su aldea de unas 100.000
personas ha llegado a conocer a Jesus.

Mientras que una gran parte del ministerio de Sou
y Ted ha sido cuidar huérfanos, mas de 18.000 nifios
en los ultimos 12 anos, tuvieron que preguntarse si

estaban equipando a los
creyentes mas alla de
los orfanatos, para que
también pudieran conocer
el plenitud del poder
y del gozo del Espiritu
Santo. De manera que
empezaron a examinar
distintos modelos de
discipulado para llenar
varias necesidades culturales.

Algunos aspectos del discipulado se ven
diferentes al viajar de nacion a nacion. En un area
particular, la policia asiste a los cultos de la iglesia,
para ver quién acepta a Cristo, y luego arresta a

esa persona. Asi que esas iglesias han

empezado a conectar al nuevo creyente con
un mentor el mismo dia que son salvos.

El mentor se sienta con ellos y les
explica: “Cuando te arresten—no si lo
hacen, sino cuando lo hagan—esto es lo
que la policia va a hacerte. Y esto es o
que Jesucristo te ha prometido”.

La iglesia ha reconocido que los nuevos
creyentes necesitan que alguien camine con
ellos a través de los desafios que enfrentaran
como resultado de haber aceptado a Jesus.
Tenemos que ser mas intencionales en el
discipulado para que las personas tengan
la Palabra y una comunidad que les permita
procesar el perder un empleo o0 a un ser
querido sin apartarse de su fe.

Puede que Siria domine los titulares, pero las estadisticas de refugiados no solo reflejan aquellos
qgue huyen del Medio Oriente. A nivel global, hay 21.3 millones de refugiados y 65.3 millones de
desplazados a la fuerza segun el informe de 2016 del Alto Comisionado de las Naciones Unidas para
los Refugiados (ACNUR).

A menudo, los refugiados provienen de regiones donde el evangelio no ha sido establecido, areas
donde los misioneros no pudieron entrar o incluso donde las iglesias temian enviar a sus mejores
obreros. Ahora, la gente esta yendo a areas donde la iglesia tiene mucha presencia. En la medida
en que la Cuadrangular elije acoger a la gente con la compasion de Cristo, podemos llevarles la
esperanza transformadora del Espiritu Santo a aquellos que necesitan Su sanidad desesperadamente.

Desde el 2011, 2.5 millones de refugiados han llegado a Turquia, donde La Iglesia Cuadrangular
es la denominacion protestante mas grande del pais. Hoy, el Lider Nacional Ihsan Ozbek vy los
obreros Cuadrangulares cuidan de aproximadamente 6.000 familias en ciudades improvisadas y

campamentos, proporcionando ayuda a aquellos que sufren fisica, emocional y espiritualmente.

ALCANZANDO POR MEDIO DE AYUDA

En tres ciudades claves, los obreros
Cuadrangulares ofrecen clases de idioma, dan
alimentos, acceso a oportunidades de empleo vy
provisiones para sobrevivir las nevadas de invierno.
“Debido a nuestra relacion, ahora vemos a algunos
cristianos recién nacidos”, dice Ihsan. “Tienen
esperanza’. En medio de los campamentos de
tiendas en Adana, 40 personas han recibido a
Cristo y en Estambul los alcances estratégicos del
evangelio estan teniendo éxito.

En Europa, Foursquare Disaster Relief (FDR)
ha entregado alimentos y suministros por toda
Croacia, Grecia y Albania. Pero la obra local
también estad presente.

La Cuadrangular de Alemania esta instando
a sus iglesias a cuidar de los refugiados recién
llegados. “Es una gran oportunidad y también
responsabilidad llevar el evangelio a la gente”,
dice Ewald Zelmer, el pastor de Christ for All
Foursqguare Church en Bielefeld, Alemania.
“¢Quién puede ayudarles a sanar sus heridas y sus
preguntas de identidad, si no son los cristianos,
sino es laiglesia, y si no es Jesus?” Ewald esta
viendo a jovenes venir a Cristo y llevar el evangelio
a sus vecinos de habla arabe.

En Grecia, los misioneros de Foursquare Missions
International (FMI, o Misiones Cuadrangulares
Internacionales), Chris y Laura Dakas comparten
dos apartamentos con cuatro familias para que
las mujeres embarazadas puedan dar a luz a sus
bebés en un hogar y no en un campamento. Cerca
de alli, en estaciones para recargar teléfonos
establecidas por la Cuadrangular, los refugiados

reciben tarjetas SD, financiadas en parte por

Foursquare Missions Press, que alberga material
evangélico en arabe y kurdo. “La gente esta
viniendo a la iglesia para hacer mas preguntas por
lo gue vieron, escucharon o leyeron en las tarjetas
SD”, dice Chad Isenhart, jefe de operaciones
internacionales de FDR.

Aun desde casa en los EE.UU., las iglesias
Cuadrangulares puedan participar activamente.
En agosto de 2016, los EE.UU. dio la bienvenida
a su refugiado numero 10.000 huyendo del Medio
Oriente; estan siendo alojados en 231 ciudades
a nivel nacional. Los refugiados que estan
llegando a los EE.UU. también provienen de
naciones como la Republica Democrética del
Congo, Somalia y Butan.

Para recibir a estos nuevos vecinos y audarles
a ajustarse en una nueva nacion, un grupo de
pastores Cuadrangulares de EE.UU. ha formado
una red de ministerios Cuadrangulares para servir
a los refugiados llamada Foursquare Refugee Care
Network. Y mientras que intercambian las mejores
practicas, oportunidades de trabajo conjunto y
oraciones, la red busca equipar iglesias que son
nuevas en el cuidado de refugiados.

“Mientras uno se educa, es facil sentir agobio,
enojo o frustracion”, nos recuerda Bethany
Seremet, una miembro del Foursquare Refugee
Care Network del Distrito del Northeast Atlantic.
“A Dios no le asustan estas emociones, y no somos
malas personas si las sentimos. Pidale al Espiritu
Santo que le revele la verdad y el amor perfecto
que El tiene para usted y cada refugiado”.

Jay Donnelly, quien dirige la respuesta
nacional como director de FDR en EE.UU., dice:

Como resultado, lideres Cuadrangulares de
paises propensos a los desastres naturales han
empezado a recibir entrenamiento para estar
mejor preparados para responder cuando
haya problemas.

Healthy growth and multiplication require process. See how we go from disciples to
movements, locally and globally.

While many claim churches are dying out,
The Foursquare Church finds itself instead in
a season of growth, especially internationally.
But, why? What are we doing differently
than others?

It speaks to our Four-Stage missiology.
Simply put: We treat ministry as missions.
It's our willingness to take the gospel into
new territory, to equip locals to become
leaders and to ditch dependency on those
who started the work.

Aimee Semple McPherson, our founder,
was a missionary evangelist at her core. Her
passion was to reach the lost, preaching
Jesus Christ’s message, empowered by the
Holy Spirit, and demonstrating God’s love
through acts of mercy. Her vision: to carry
this out in her city, nation and world. Today,
this continued combination of evangelistic
and compassionate ministry is what makes
Foursquare a global movement.

From what began in 1923 in Los Angeles,

146 national works have been birthed, leading
our movement to be 47 times larger outside
of the United States than in it. That speaks to
our identity as people who go. It’s not a new
trend for our family. It’s in our DNA, in our
history. It’s the fruit of the gospel message
and harvest workers. As of January 2016,

we have 1,593 U.S. churches and an
additional 74,481 churches and meeting
places internationally.

Bound together by Christ’s commission to
make disciples of all nations, our ministers,
missionaries and members don’t stop once
they have reached one region; rather, we
press on toward the goal, moving forward to
bring the gospel to the unreached, until all
have heard.

Together, as His followers, we are worldwide,
and we are Foursquare.

When it comes to being insiders in God’s
kingdom, we often forget what it’s like to be
outside of Christ’s grace, peace and love.

Jesus is opposed to excluding those outside
our circle, as evidenced by a passage in Luke 9.
After John told the Master they saw a man using
His name to cast out demons, but told him to
stop because "he isn’'t one of us,” Jesus replied,
“Don’t stop him! ... Anyone who isn’t against you
is for you” (Luke 9:49-50, CEV).

The unspoken message: “You tried to stop
someone from delivering a person in bondage
because they weren’t part of our group? You've
got to be kidding!”

The disciples’ outlook reflects the flawed
human nature that is still alive and well today.
We saw it in Peter’s actions. Despite his amazing
vision, his encounter with Cornelius and

instruction of the Holy Spirit (Acts 10), even

Peter drifted away from eating with Gentiles,
which brought a rebuke from Paul.

This habit of ignoring outsiders contradicts the
Lord’s example. In Luke 4, when Jesus first came
to the synagogue, He enthralled the crowd with
His wisdom and proclamation that He had come
to share good news and alleviate suffering.

But then He reminded them that, during a
famine in Israel, God sent Elijah to the house
of a widow from Lebanon. And, when leprosy
filled the land, the Lord only healed a Syrian
general. His point: He had been called to take the
message of the kingdom to everyone—including
those outside of Israel.

That wasn’t a popular statement! Luke 4:29-
30 describes the crowd getting enraged and
dragging Jesus to a cliff on the edge of town
so they could throw Him off (but Jesus

slipped away).

the church so they too can be set free.

SHARING POWER

Isn’t it interesting that the Israelites cheered
Christ when He wanted to set the captives free,
but grew incensed when He said this message
would go outside the nation?

Nearly 2,000 years later, we seem to forget
the significance of that encounter. We shouldn’t.
After all, it took our nation until 1920 to trust
women with the right to vote, and until 1965 to
clear the way for full participation of African-
American voters.

This struggle for voting rights illustrates a
larger point: From what I've observed, there
are three primary ways power is shared: (1) a
revolution where leaders are overthrown (think
of the French Revolution); (2) a reformation,
such as the one inspired by Martin Luther; and
(3) the kingdom way, where those with authority
give it away.

Giving up authority goes against the grain of
every worldly system. Yet it is the essence of
God'’s kingdom. Jesus said, in John 18:36,

“My kingdom is not of the world” (NKJV).

It is a kingdom that cares more about
empowering people than lording it over them.
It cares more about showing others love than
using them for personal gain. It shares good

news with them.

To rephrase Jesus’ message in Luke 4:16-19,
He was saying that He came to help people in

these five areas:

—

Those lacking basic necessities
Those in bondage
Those needing a miracle

Victims of bullying

Those deeply in debt

The last point concerns Israel’s Jubilee, which
took place every 50 years. It was God’s design
for pushing the reset button. He knew that, over
time, people would drift into putting others in
prison, putting them in debt, enslaving them and
taking their property.

Today, God is still calling His church to rise
above human nature and build bridges with
those outside the church so they too can be
set free, so they can know what it’s like to find

eternal life in Christ.

SETTING CAPTIVES FREE

Statistics show that 93 percent of Christians
do not share their faith with others. It is tragic
when those inside God’s kingdom forget what

it’s like to be on the outside. The good news

is that the ultimate insider, God, became the
ultimate outsider through Christ, so that all
outsiders could become insiders.

It's not that there is anything wrong with being

an insider. The problem stems from the tendency

of an insider group to keep it an insider group.
This is true of The Foursquare Church, where we
tend to treat credentialed ministers as the insider
group and those not involved in vocational
ministry as outsiders.

This is a mistake. Last spring, | visited a
retreat center in North Carolina, where | met
Billy Graham'’s first mentee, Billie Hanks Jr. He
told of deciding years ago to give 50 percent of
his income to ministry. He has since mentored
three dozen business leaders, but only after they
agreed to tithe 50 percent of their income to
the church.

This is the potential that lies within
Foursquare. When God looks at us, He doesn’t
see our 99,000 credentialed minsters, but our
9 million members worldwide. Together, we can
see the whole church taking the whole gospel to
the whole world.

Effective leaders equip and empower others.
They train and release. They build bridges to
bring those outside, inside. Let’s do that so that
more people can encounter Jesus, who can set

them free.

This really is the greatest time to be alive
if you want to fulfill Jesus’ commission from
Matthew 28:19 to “make disciples of all the
nations” (NJKV), making sure everyone gets a
chance to experience God’s love.

Foursquare Missions International (FMI) finds
itself in a unique place, in part because it started
with the belief that the local guy or gal could
bring the gospel to his or her own people. We
call this missiology the Four Stages of national

in the Bible. We send missionaries to reach and

disciple locals; locals then become leaders; they
establish churches; and that creates movements
within our Foursquare movement.

What puts FMI in such an exciting place now
is that we have a global force of national leaders
and workers. It's not just the U.S. Church that’s
doing this. It’s a global movement reaching the

world together.

REACHING THE UNREACHED—
IT INCLUDES YOU!

When Jesus was in Samaria, He said (to
paraphrase John 4:35): “Lift up your eyes, and
look at the fields. You say four months until the
harvest, but | say right now.” It’s interesting that
He said this in Samaria. These were people that

the Jews didn’t even see as a legitimate harvest,

but Christ said that they were ready and that
His followers should “lift up [their] eyes” to
the possibilities.

In the same way, we live in a time when we can
take the gospel to those who are different than
us, to cross borders and participate in cross-
cultural ministry. God has brought the nations to
our shores as students, refugees, immigrants and
workers. It’s like the Lord is saying, “Hey, | trust
you guys to reach out to them if | bring them
to you.”

God is trusting us and leading us to all be on

mission together. This isn’t just elite missionaries

needed—as a church, as a pastor, as a person—

to be on mission with us as we reach the nations.

So, here’s good news and bad news: You
are limited. No one person is the apostle of
everything. No one person is going to reach the
world alone. God has designed us as people,
but also as churches, to be limited and to need
one another. If we're going to reach the world,
if we're going to reach your neighborhood, it's
going to come with partnership.

Imagine a people group moves into your
neighborhood, but you're not sure how to
reach them. Now imagine that you have at your
disposal the resources of a global movement
that is already reaching that people group.

Our FMI area missionaries are extensions of
your local church. They minister and serve cross-
culturally all over the world. They are available
to answer your questions about how to reach
people in your neighborhood.

They're also key to us strategically allotting the
catalytic FMI Global Mission Fund, which focuses
on the unreached and on strategic partnership
with our global Foursquare family. It is
dependent on Foursquare churches’ generosity,
and 100 percent of this fund goes to the field.
It's even allotted to cover workers in areas that
we can’t talk about—countries where you might
think, “The gospel’s probably not able to reach
that place.”

FINDING CREATIVE MEANS FOR
MISSIONS TODAY

What we’re realizing is that many doors for
traditional missions worldwide are being closed.
With this in mind, we're looking for other ways to
bring the gospel to people.

One aspect of missions that we’ve re-
discovered is disaster relief. Foursquare’s
heritage is sharing the gospel through

proclamation and demonstration—acts of

power through the Holy Spirit and also acts of
compassion. Foursquare Disaster Relief (FDR)
works worldwide to bring that cold cup of
water in Jesus’ name, to help people in crisis,
through local Foursqguare churches that have a
presence where disasters have struck, and that
are going to be there after TV cameras and first
responders are gone.

We're also finding creative ways to bring the
gospel through people who may not be classical
trained ministers or funded missionaries.
Business As Mission (BAM) provides a way
for business professionals to take the gospel
to influential people within a country. We're
seeing more students on mission; we're seeing
immigration as mission. Doors to traditional
missions may be closing in some ways, but

we're seeing God open doors in new areas.

PRAYING TO PUSH BACK THE
DARKNESS

When | look down the list of once-unreached
people groups that now have the gospel through
Foursguare missions, they all have one thing in

common: They have all experienced a miracle or

a demonstration of the Holy Spirit. Of course,
resources, workers and funds are important, but
we're looking at places where the first thing we
need is a huge breakthrough in prayer. When you
go after the unreached, you really are breaking
down strongholds of darkness.

Without this partnership of prayer, all of us
together, reaching the unreached will
never happen.

So, can | ask you to pray? Pray for the nations.
We have been called to reach them, whether

overseas or just past your backyard.

Who they are and why they matter

T he body of Christ is empowered and commissioned by Jesus to
make disciples (Matt. 28:18-20). There is not one person whom
God does not desire to save. When we talk of the unreached, we
mean anyone who has never heard the gospel.

The Foursquare Church is committed to doing its part to fulfill the Great
Commission, and we believe the promise of Matthew 24:14:

“And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the
world as a witness to all the nations, and then the end will
come” (Matt. 24:14, NKJV).

The “end” is the return of King Jesus. Before He comes, the gospel
must go to every “nation” or “people group.” These people groups
are not limited to political boundaries. Tribes, tongues and cultural
distinctions are all elements that differentiate people groups.

An “unreached person” is not just someone who is not following Christ;
it is anyone who has never heard the gospel, who has no idea there is a
Savior for them. An “unreached people group” is any uniquely identifiable
group that lacks a viable gospel movement. Both matter to God.

We are committed to reaching all people. Foursquare is focused on
planting the gospel where it has not yet taken root.

MYANMAR:
THE GOSPEL IN THE
GOLDEN TRIANGLE

Foursquare believers in Myanmar are seeing
God touch lives even in the face of persecution.

A s Myanmar’s emergence from a repressive
past unfolds, the church is growing despite
lingering human and spiritual opposition.

Foursquare leaders in the predominantly
Buddhist nation recently received encouraging
news: Lawmakers abolished a tough law that
had allowed previous military regimes to hold
people without charge, silencing dissent.

This move is the latest evidence of overt
persecution lessening. Even so, in recent years
several Foursquare ministers have faced arrest
and imprisonment. Charges against them were
eventually dropped, but low-key resistance to

the gospel remains a challenge to Foursquare’s
encouraging growth, notably in the eastern
Shan State.

A “milder persecution” has arisen there, reports
Jason (last name withheld for security reasons),
Foursquare Missions International’s (FMI) area
missionary to South Asia. “There’s less freedom
to travel either into new areas for evangelism, or
out of other places to attend in-service leadership
training or to evangelize,” he adds.

Yet the gospel is still advancing. Foursquare
workers are more than halfway to their goal of 150
churches in the Shan region, part of the notorious
“Golden Triangle.” Including neighboring nations,
such as Thailand, the area accounts for much of
the world’s heroin and opium production.

While these drug harvests were mostly
exported for many years, recently some drug
lords have been cultivating a local market.
“The youth are really being hit hard, with some
villages reporting half of the youth using drugs,”
Jason says.

Meanwhile, Foursquare’s ministry has spilled
over into a nearby nation (withheld for security
reasons), with more than a dozen families across
the border coming to Christ through visiting
evangelists. When that nation’s authorities
attempted to clamp down, Foursquare workers
built a small church on the Myanmar side to
serve the new believers.

Despite official and cultural resistance, the challenge
ultimately is “heavy spiritual opposition,” especially
among the area’s home to the Burmar, the

majority people group who gave the country
its former name, Burma. “There is noticeably
less effective power for preaching and the
supernatural,” Jason says.

The opposite is true among the Shan’s ethnic
minorities, where “there is greater freedom for
the Spirit to move.” Jason attributes that to two
things: Buddhism does not have as strong a
foothold, and some people in the area speak of
an old prophecy about a visitor coming with a
sacred book for them to follow.

Additionally, one sign of God’s hand on the
work in Myanmar is tensions fading between
different groups in the country’s small Christian
population. Foursquare has assisted in that, with
two district leaders helping train others with the
interdenominational Alpha discipleship program.

Among the Foursquare Alpha course newcomers
is a former animist priest recently touched through
prayer. He came to Christ as a result, and Jason
is sure that he will be a great influence in his
community. Jason says: “Maybe he’ll be a
pastor, like other former animist priests who have
come to Jesus.”

THE COST OF
DISCIPLESHIP IN

SOUTHEAST ASIA

Foursquare missionaries and local believers
are bringing unreached people to Jesus, even
when it lands them in jail.

W hen my husband, George, and | began
missions in this part of the world nearly
29 years ago, one of our goals was to raise
up local pastors and missionaries, people who
could speak the heart language of those they
minister to.

But God did not ask
us to do this alone.

He blessed us with
friends and fellow
Foursquare missionaries,
Sou and Ted Olbrich,
in nearby Cambodia.

A huge aspect of the
Olbrichs’ ministry is
discipling and releasing
locals across Southeast Asia to teach the gospel,
led by the Holy Spirit. “This isn’t just something
that foreigners can do,” says Sou, who was born
a princess in a neighboring nation not open to the
gospel. “This is something God wants you to do.”
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“When you get arrested —not
if, but when—this is what the
police are going to do to you.
And this is what Jesus Christ

has promised you.”

When one woman came to Sou and Ted, God
healed her. Then, she went back to her island
village, blessed with an evangelistic spirit. Today,
her entire village of about 100,000 people has
come to know Jesus.

Another big part of Sou and Ted’s ministry has
been caring for orphans. In the past 12 years,
more than 18,000 children have been cared for
by Foursquare Children of Promise. These young
men and women were raised to know Jesus. Now,
they’re looking at their
nation, saying, “We want
our people to know
Jesus Christ.”

But what happens
naturally in orphan homes
hasn’t been as simple
outside of them. We had
to ask ourselves if we
were equipping believers
to know the Holy Spirit’s full joy and power. We
started looking at different discipleship models
to fit various cultural needs.

Some aspects of discipleship look different as
we travel from nation to nation within the region.

In one particular area, the police go to church
services, wait until someone comes to
Christ and then arrest that person. So those
churches have started pairing a new believer
with a mentor the same day they’re saved.

Their mentor sits them down and tells them:
“When you get arrested—not if, but when—this
is what the police are going to do to you. And
this is what Jesus Christ has promised you.”

The church has recognized that new
believers must have someone to walk with
them through challenges they’ll face as a
result of choosing Jesus. We must be more
deliberate about discipleship so that people
have the Word and community that will allow
them to process losing a job or a loved one
without walking away.

You know, life’s so challenging at times.
God'’s children need to know they haven’t
been abandoned, that everything we do,
we do by the power of the Holy Spirit.

A strategically positioned nation, Kazakhstan
is equipping workers to make a spiritual
impact that spans regions.

O nce under the iron fist of the Soviet Union, which
sent the church underground, Kazakhstan
today allows church leaders to profess faith in Christ
and preach the gospel, as long as they stay inside
churches and ministry centers. The same religious
freedom is not experienced in many of its neighboring
nations that are now closed to the gospel.

But, amid the ethnic, cultural and religious
diversity of the 131 different ethnic groups
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in the world’s largest land-locked country,
Foursquare National Leader Tomas Tomassov,
a citizen of Kazakhstan, has a vision to reach
every city and town in Kazakhstan with the
gospel. Fewer than 0.2 percent of the nearly 18
million people in Kazakhstan say they are “born
again,” although 26.2 percent claim Christianity
(mainly Russian Orthodox). The majority of its
residents profess Islam.

“God wants to use us in a great revival for
Kazakhstan and all of Central Asia,” Tomas says.
It's a big vision and an opportunity that may not
always be available. Already, some neighboring
nations have placed restrictions on Christians
sharing their faith. Foursquare Kazakhstan has
established a ministry training center in the city
of Almaty, where workers from these neighboring
nations can be trained to take the gospel home with
them and reach the unreached where they live.

Foursquare Germany, Great Britain and the United
States have partnered financially with Kazakh
ministries toward a goal of training 60 workers
each year, and planting between 50 and 70 new
churches in Central Asia in the next decade.

Tomas says that, when people from surrounding
nations come to Kazakhstan, they feel that “God

has kept this place for His purpose.” Already,
the leadership team in Kazakhstan has trained
120 people for ministry in the region, and they
have helped plant three new churches, proving
to be a great example of global Foursquare
leaders following God’s mandate with the
Great Commission.

Foursquare ministry in Kazakhstan carries a local
vision with far-reaching impact, and the vision is
becoming reality. “God is bringing us together
to do something great, to go to the ends of the
earth,” Tomas says. “Together, we will see God’s
glory in our nations.”

National leaders are rising up and taking the lead as pastors and missionaries.

W hen legendary Foursquare Missionaries Mason
and Virgene Hughes were sent from the U.S. to
Papua New Guinea (PNG) in 1956, PNG was a Stage
1 nation in Foursquare’s Four-Stage Model with a vast
population of unreached people. With Mason and
Virgene, and generations of missionaries who followed,
including the Post and Greer families, Foursquare
implemented an audacious missions model.

Pastor Eli Taki of PNG explains: “When they
came here, they didn’t control everything. They
taught the nationals, and now the nationals are
running the church, and the church is growing.”
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These U.S. Foursquare missionaries believed God
had set a purposeful model in His redemption of the
world. He reached out to humanity by becoming
a man, and empowering His disciples with the
Holy Spirit to do what He did and “greater works

than these” (John 14:12, NKJV). Following Christ’s
and early church leaders’ examples, missionaries
in PNG worked toward raising up disciples of
Jesus and passing the baton to a Spirit-filled local
leadership that could take the gospel even further.

“When we tell Papua New Guineans things like
‘Jesus Christ heals’,” Frank Greer explains, “they
believe it. One young pastor asked God to raise a
woman from the dead, and He did.” As disciples
and churches rapidly multiplied, Foursquare started
a Bible college to prepare PNG’s future church
leaders. Now, PNG has four Bible colleges, mostly
led by local leaders.

Today, PNG is a Stage 4 nation, no longer
dependent on outside support; they are

self-governing and sending missionaries out
into the South Pacific. They are a spiritual big
brother to many of the Pacific islands where
PNG missionaries have been sent: West Papua,
the Solomon Islands, Vanuatu and Kiribati. They
even have missionaries in Australia working with
aboriginal peoples.

Timothy Tipitap, national leader of Foursquare
Papua New Guinea, adds: “I want to thank the
Foursquare national church for starting their
work in PNG, bringing us this far, releasing the
work to the nationals, and continuing to partner
with us.”

HOW FOURSQUARE IS ON THE FRONTLINES OF REFUGEE CARE

Syria may dominate news headlines, but refugee statistics don’t reflect only those fleeing the
Middle East. Worldwide, there are 21.3 million refugees and 65.3 million forcibly displaced people,
as reported in 2016 by the United Nations High Commissioner on Refugees (UNHCR).

Often, refugees come from regions where the gospel has no foothold, areas where missionaries
couldn’t get in or even where churches feared to send their best workers. Now, people are

flooding to areas where the church is incredibly present. As Foursquare chooses to welcome

people with Christ’s compassion, we can take the Holy Spirit’s transformative hope to those
desperate for His healing.

REACHING THROUGH RELIEF

Since 2011, 2.5 million refugees have landed in
Turkey, where The Foursquare Church is the nation’s
largest Protestant denomination. Today, Foursquare
National Leader Ihsan Ozbek and Foursquare workers
care for approximately 6,000 families in tent cities
and camps, providing aid to those suffering physical,
emotional and spiritual pain.

Across three key cities, Foursquare workers
offer language classes, food packets, access to job
opportunities and supplies to survive winter snowfall.
“Because of our relationship, now we see some new-
born Christians,” Ihsan says. “They have hope.” Amid
tent encampments in Adana, 40 people have come
to Christ, and in Istanbul strategic gospel outreaches
are succeeding.

In Europe, Foursquare Disaster Relief (FDR) has
delivered food and supplies across Croatia, Greece
and Albania. But, local work is also present.

Foursquare Germany also has urged its churches
to care for arriving refugees. “It is a great opportunity
and also responsibility to bring the gospel to the
people,” says Ewald Zelmer, pastor of Christ for All
Foursquare Church in Bielefeld, Germany. "Who can

questions, if not Christians, if not the church,
if not Jesus?” Ewald is seeing young people
come to Christ and take the gospel to Arabic-
speaking neighbors.

In Greece, Foursquare Missions International
(FMI) Missionaries Chris and Laura Dakas
share two apartments with four families so

the Middle East; they are hosted in 231 cities
nationwide. Refugees arriving in the U.S. also
come from nations such as the Democratic
Republic of Congo, Somalia and Bhutan.

To welcome these new neighbors and help
them adjust in a new nation, a handful of U.S.
Foursquare pastors and ministry leaders have
forged the Foursquare Refugee Care Network.

that expectant mothers can birth their babies
in homes instead of refugee tents. Nearby,
at Foursquare-established phone-charging
stations, refugees receive SD cards, funded in
part by Foursquare Missions Press, that house
gospel materials in Arabic and Kurdish. “People
are coming to church to ask more questions
because of what they saw, heard or read from
the SD cards,” says Chad Isenhart, Foursquare
Disaster Relief’s international operations chief.
Even from home in the U.S., Foursquare

churches can actively take part. In August 2016,

the U.S. welcomed its 10,000th refugee fleeing

Even as they swap best practices, partnership
opportunities and prayers, the network seeks to
equip churches newly exposed to refugee care.
“As you educate yourself, it is easy to get
overwhelmed, angry or frustrated,” reminds
Bethany Seremet, a Foursquare Refugee Care
Network member from the Northeast Atlantic
District. “God isn’t scared of these emotions,
and you’re not a bad person for having them.
Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal the truth and
perfect love He has for you and each refugee.”

LIVING OUT THE GREAT COMMISSION WITH THE GREATEST COMMANDMENT

Six years after the earthquake and tsunami
in Japan that left around 20,000 dead or
missing, hidden grief weighs heavily on a
deeply reserved people. But there are signs of
fruit from the gospel seeds planted in the soil
of disaster.

Foursquare Missionary Renee Williams
continues to run Heart Care workshops in rural
coastal areas devastated on March 11, 2011,
offering post-traumatic emotional and spiritual
care. The program grew out of relief visits she
made to the area to deliver desperately needed
supplies provided through Foursquare Disaster
Relief (FDR).

Through that kind of crisis response, “people
began to understand how the churches help
people,” Renee notes. “Many had never known
a Christian before.” So far, only a few people
have made public proclamations to follow
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Jesus, Renee says, but “we know that the Holy
Spirit is working in their hearts, and believe that
we will see a harvest.”

Pairing hope and help has always been
part of The Foursquare Church’s ministry.
Almost a century ago, founder Aimee Semple
McPherson matched powerful preaching with
prayer for the sick and practical assistance to
those in need, even feeding more people in Los
Angeles during the U.S. Great Depression than
the government’s welfare program.

In recent years, the power of this two-handed
approach has been seen with renewed clarity in
the seven years since FDR was established.

“In times of disaster, people are looking
for assistance and hope, and the church
can be there with both the proclamation
and the demonstration of the gospel,” says
Chad Isenhart, FDR’s international operations

chief, who has overseen the distribution of
around $6 million worth of aid. “It’s truly a
strategic opportunity.”

Jay Donnelly, who heads domestic response
as FDR’s U.S. director, agrees: “I believe it’s
a prophetic move of God that the church be
prepared to minister to people in crisis and
disaster, loving them in the midst of their most
difficult time in life.”

The significance of the opportunity is being
embraced across Foursquare. Leaders in
Foursquare countries prone to natural disasters
have begun preparation training to better
ready themselves to respond when trouble
strikes. Meanwhile, in the U.S., more than 1,500
credentialed ministers and church members
have completed training that certifies them to
be part of official disaster relief teams.

More and more Foursguare churches want
disaster relief training to be prepared when
crises strike their communities. Also, many
churches are adding regular support for FDR to
their budgets: regular giving—rather than
just responding to specific disaster appeals—

makes faster responses possible in times

of crisis. Additionally, the growing number

of agencies wanting to partner with FDR in
domestic and international projects as well as
the increasing access to grants for projects
attests to what Chad calls FDR’s widely
recognized “growing competency.”

But, as the opportunities for FDR increase, it
is crucial to hold onto its integral role in sharing
the gospel, Chad adds. “We are always about
helping to alleviate suffering, but so that we
can share the hope we have in Jesus. Without
that, we would just be another aid agency.

FDR is a vehicle to help share the gospel, plant
churches and make disciples.”

At the heart of FDR’s work is a core
Foursquare value, Jay observes: reliance on the
leading and empowering of the Holy Spirit. In
disaster situations where the needs can change
by the hour, “we need to be fluid,” he says,
“because flexible is entirely too rigid.”

HOW TO
PRAY
AMID CRISIS

Whether facing natural disasters, civil unrest or even

personal tragedy, God’s people need to be prepared to pray.

There are moments throughout life when we
find ourselves facing a crisis, and, as leaders in
the body of Christ, we need to know how to
pray when a crisis develops, as well as how to
encourage others to pray as they walk through
their own personal moments of crisis.

Prayer not only moves things in the spirit
realm, but also connects us with God during the
most difficult moments in life.

God’s people need to know that He is more
than a good crisis manager, and teaching
them about His faithfulness prepares them for
those crisis moments in life. Then, when a crisis
does occur, they will not be overcome by the
circumstance because they understand that
God is present, even when they cannot see Him
or discern His actions.
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In 2 Kings 6:15-17, Elisha had that
understanding. When his servant expressed
fear and concern over pending danger, Elisha
remained cool, calm and collected, knowing
that the omnipresent God was with them. God’s
people can have that same confidence as they
stand on His promise found in Hebrews 13:5,
where God says: “I will never fail you. | will never
abandon you” (NLT).

What a precious promise we have from our
Lord and Savior! This is a promise that we can
carry with us in the midst of whatever crisis
we encounter. It is also a promise that helps
us overcome the feelings of trepidation, and
doom and gloom, that can be so prevalent
during a crisis.

Fear can be debilitating, but
reminding God’s people of
His promise to always be with
us alleviates that fear. Fear
also moves us away from
faith, and it is in those faith
moments that God shows
up, no matter how big the
crisis may be. Elisha told his
servant: “Don’t be afraid! ...
For there are more on our
side than on theirs!” (2 Kings
6:16, NLT). His words offered
hope and peace to the young
man amidst the crisis
they faced.

PRAY FOR EVIDENCE OF
GOD'’S PRESENCE.

Elisha prayed, “O Lord, open
his eyes and let him see!”
(v. 17). The Lord opened the
young man’s eyes, and, when
he looked up, he saw that
the hillside around Elisha was
filled with horses and chariots
of fire. When people see
evidence of God’s presence,
especially during moments
of crisis, faith is renewed and
hope restored. But the man or
woman who feels they must
walk through a crisis void
of the Lord’s presence can
quickly be overcome
with worry, dread and
anxiety that things are not
going to end well.
