WILLIAM JEWELL COLLEGE
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Jim Naumovich is in his 14th year as the GLVC’s fi fth Commissioner.  of the Great Lakes Valley Conference. He is the second 
full-time Commissioner in the league’s 35-year history, and is responsible for the conference’s 20 sports, 19 championship events, 
budgeting, promotions, and league administration.  Previously the Athletics Director at Quincy from 1992-2000, Naumovich holds the 
distinguished honor of having served the league as commissioner longer than any of his predecessors.

During his tenure, the league expanded from 12 to 17 members, with the addition of Drury, Rockhurst, Missouri S&T, Maryville, Illinois 
Springfi eld, William Jewell, McKendree and Truman State.  The league has grown to become the second-largest conference in NCAA 
Division II at 16 members and 20 sports.  

Under his watch, football became the conference’s 18th sponsored sport in 2012, while men’s and women’s swimming and diving was 
incorporated into the GLVC for the 2013-14 season as the league’s 19th and 20th sports, respectively.

In addition, he has expanded staffi ng in the conference offi ce with the hiring of three full-time staff positions and a full-time internship. 
He has secured grant funding to host various youth clinics at GLVC men’s tennis, basketball, and softball championships, completed 
a fi ve-year strategic plan, and moved the GLVC Basketball (Evansville, Ind.), Softball (Peoria, Ill.), and Baseball (Evansville, Ind.), 
Championships to neutral sites.  He has also been an active member on several NCAA committees during his tenure.

Louis Stout became the fi rst Commissioner of the 
GLVC in 1978 and is believed to be the fi rst African-
American conference commisioner in NCAA Division
II.  

A former assistant commisioner at the Kentucky
High School Athletic Association, Stout was charged 
with developing a strong conference by implementing
rules and regulations for both coaches and offi cials.

In addition, he oversaw the addition of Lewis 
University as the conference’s seventh member.

Rick 
Meyers then served as the GLVC SID, primarily overseeing the publicity 
of men’s basketball, while SIDs from member insitutions were assigned 
sports to manage on behalf of the Conference offi ce until 2006.

GREAT LAKES VALLEY CONFERENCE

COMMISSIONER LOUIS STOUT (1978-83)
Richard Scharf assumed the role of Commissioner 
on March 17 following the resignation of Louis Stout.

A “Founding Father” of the GLVC, Scharf served 42
years in a variety or roles at Saint Joseph’s College,
including Athletics Director from 1961-82.

As Commissioner, Scharf led the conference from 
seven to 10 members, oversaw the expansion of 
GLVC Championship competition, and secured the 
fi rst NCAA automatic qualiying bids for GLVC women’s 
sports. 

Prior to the 1990-91 season, the Richard F. Scharf Paragon Award was 
established annually honor the GLVC’s Male and Female Athlete of the Year.

COMMISSIONER RICHARD SCHARF (1983-91)

Kenneth Lindsey was appointed the GLVC’s third
Commissioner after the retirement of Richard Scharf
in July of 1991.

A fomrer associate athletics director at the University
of Louisville, Lindsey led the league through its fi rst
westward expansion, with the addition of Quincy, SIU
Edwardsville and UW-Parkside in 1994 and Missouri-
St. Louis in 1995.

COMMISSIONER KEN LINDSEY (1991-96)
Carl McAloose became the fourth -- and fi rst full-time
-- Commissioner in GLVC history in 1996.

McAloose was instrumental in moving the annual
GLVC Men’s and Women’s Basketball Tournaments
to a neutral site -- Roberts Stadium -- in Evansville,
Ind.

McAloose also put forth a charge for the Conference 
to establish an offi cial website that would promote the
GLVC and its 12 members at that time.

ALL-SPORTS TROPHY
The GLVC All-Sports Trophy, fi rst presented following the 1981-82 season, is awarded to the institution that demonstrates the 
best all-around performance in the league’s 18 sponsored sports. 

Relative to the institution’s fi nal standing in each conference sport, a value of points equal to the number of competing 
institutions shall be assigned for fi rst place, one point less for second, to one point for last place. In individual sports, the 
following rules shall apply unless addressed otherwise in the sports section of the GLVC Handbook: the number of competing 
institutions is the number that fi eld teams with at least the minimum number of participants to count as a contest for NCAA 
purposes, teams with less than this minimum number of participants do not earn points for the all-sports trophy. If a conference 
tournament or meet is held, as many places as possible shall be determined by that result, with the remaining places to be 
determined by regular season standings, unless otherwise specifi ed in a specifi c sport session. For ties, the values are added 
together and divided equally among the institutions which are tied. The methods of determining standings are listed separately 
for each sport in their respective sections of the GLVC Handbook.

Institutions participating in both the indoor and outdoor track and fi eld championships will receive All Sports Trophy points
based on the average score of their fi nish in both events.

Points are allocated for the Commissioner’s Cup based on the athletic department’s fi nish in the GLVC standings and 
conference tournaments in men’s soccer, women’s soccer, volleyball, men’s basketball, women’s basketball, softball and 
baseball. Each of the league’s members sponsors these sports at the intercollegiate level. 

Relative to the institution’s fi nal standing in each conference sport, a value of points equal to the number of competing 
institutions shall be assigned for fi rst place, one point less for second, to one point for last place. In individual sports, the 
following rules shall apply unless addressed otherwise in the sports section of the GLVC Handbook: the number of competing 
institutions is the number that fi eld teams with at least the minimum number of participants to count as a contest for NCAA 
purposes, teams with less than this minimum number of participants do not earn points for the all-sports trophy. If a conference 
tournament or meet is held, as many places as possible shall be determined by that result, with the remaining places to be 
determined by regular season standings, unless otherwise specifi ed in a specifi c sport session. For ties, the values are added 
together and divided equally among the institutions which are tied. The methods of determining standings are listed separately 
for each sport in their respective sections of the GLVC Handbook.

University (now the University of Indianapolis), 
Saint Joseph’s College and Ashland University 
unite to form the Great Lakes Valley 
Conference.

Louis Stout begins his tenure as the league’s 
fi rst Commissioner. Stout served the league until 
1983.

1979
Jan. 29 - NCAA Council votes to elect the Great 
Lakes Valley Conference as a voting Allied 
Member, meaning the GLVC Champion would 
begin receiving an automatic bid to the NCAA 
Great Lakes Regional Tournament for the 1980-
81 season.

1981
April 12 - Lewis University joins the GLVC 
pushing the membership to seven schools.  The 
Flyers would begin GLVC competition in the 
1981-82 academic year.  The Flyers won the 
All-Sports Trophy 11 of their fi rst 14 years in the 
league.

1983
March 17 - Richard Scharf assumes the top 
leadership position in the GLVC serving the 
league as Commissioner for nine years. 

Sept. 11 - The NCAA grants all current GLVC 
women’s sports an automatic qualifying bid for 
NCAA Championship competition.

Sept. 29 - Indiana University-Purdue University 
at Fort Wayne enters the GLVC as the eighth 
offi cial institution and fi rst begins play in the 
1984-85 season.

October - The GLVC releases a new confer-
ence logo and word mark that both aligns itself 
with NCAA Division II and discontinues the geo-
graphic membership map following the inclusion 
of IPFW.  The logo would become the identifying 
mark of the conference over the next 28 years. 

1984
Sept. 27 - Northern Kentucky University be-
comes the ninth GLVC member. 

1986
University of Indiana Central offi cially changes 
name to University of Indianapolis or UIndy for 
short.

1987
March 21 - Kentucky Wesleyan, under the guid-
ance of head coach Wayne Chapman, claims 
the institution’s fi fth NCAA Division II Men’s 
Basketball Championship fi nishing with a 28-5 
record. 

1988
Sept. 30 - The GLVC grows to 10 schools fol-
lowing the admission of Kentucky State Univer-
sity into league membership.  KSU would begin 
GLVC play in 1989-90.

1990
March 26 - Wayne Chapman leads Kentucky 
Wesleyan to the NCAA Division II Men’s Basket-
ball Championship with a 31-2 record. It is the 
Panthers sixth national title in the sport.

1991
July - Ken Lindsey is selected as the league’s 
third Commissioner following the retirement of 
Richard Scharf.

1994
June 6 - The GLVC experiences a change in 
membership as Quincy University, the University 
of Wisconsin-Parkside and Southern Illinois 
University Edwardsville join the league.

June 30 - Charter member Ashland University 
resigns from the league to join the Great Lakes 
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference.  Kentucky 
State University also resigns from the GLVC to 
join the Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Confer-
ence. 

1995
March 25 - Southern Indiana captures the 
school’s fi rst NCAA Division II Men’s Basketball 
Championship. Head coach Bruce Pearl led the 
Screaming Eagles to a 29-4 overall record. 

Oct. 13 - The GLVC expands to 12 schools as 
the University of Missouri-St. Louis enters the 
league.

1996
July - Carl McAloose is named the league’s fi rst 
full-time Commissioner.

1998
Feb. 28 - Kentucky Wesleyan’s men’s and 
Southern Indiana’s women’s basketball teams 
capture the fi rst GLVC Men’s and Women’s 
Basketball Tournament Championships. 

1999
Feb. 24-27 - The GLVC hosts its fi rst of nine 
consecutive GLVC Men’s and Women’s Bas-
ketball Tournament Championships at Roberts 
Stadium in Evansville, Ind.

March 20 - Kentucky Wesleyan wins the 
school’s seventh NCAA Division II Men’s Bas-
ketball Championship and fi nishes 35-2 under 
head coach Ray Harper. 

2000
Jim Naumovich assumes the role as GLVC 
Commissioner after serving as Quincy Athletic 
Director. Naumovich is the league’s fi fth Com-
missioner. 

March 25 - Northern Kentucky, led by head 
coach Nancy Winstel, claims the school’s 
fi rst-ever NCAA Division II Women’s Basketball 
Championship with a 71-62 overtime triumph 
over North Dakota State.  NKU ended the 
season with a 32-2 overall record and gave the 
GLVC its fi rst-ever women’s basketball national 
title.

Sept. 14 - Bellarmine College offi cially changes 
name to Bellarmine University.

2001
March 24 - Kentucky Wesleyan wins its eighth 
NCAA Division II Men’s Basketball Champion-
ship. Ray Harper led the team to a 31-3 mark.

June 30 - Indiana University-Purdue University 
at Fort Wayne resigns from the league and 
reclassifi es as a NCAA Division I member of the 
Summit League. 

Cammie Bechtold is hired as fi rst GLVC Assis-
tant Commissioner for Compliance. 

2004
The GLVC Baseball Tournament was moved 
to a predetermined site and is held at GSC 
Stadium in Sauget, Ill.  

The GLVC Softball Tournament is held at the 
EastSide Centre in East Peoria, Ill, marking the 
fi rst time the event is held at a predetermined 
site.

Nov. 12 - For the second time in league history, 
the GLVC admits three new institutions as Rock-
hurst University, Drury University and the Uni-
versity of Missouri-Rolla enters the conference. 
The GLVC now boasts its largest membership 
with 14 schools. 

2005
Kate Willett hired as GLVC’s second-ever As-
sistant Commissioner for Compliance.

GLVC expands full-time league staff to three 
members with the addition of Tom Daeger as 
conference’s fi rst-ever full-time Sports Informa-
tion Director.  Amanda Conklin replaces Kate 
Willett as Assistant Commissioner for Compli-
ance.

2007
May 21 - SIU Edwardsville claimed the school’s 
and  league’s fi rst NCAA Division II National 
Softball Championship. Sandy Montgomery led 
the Cougars to a 49-8 overall record.

2008
Jan. 1 - University of Missouri-Rolla offi cially 
changes name to Missouri University of Science 
and Technology or Missouri S&T for short.

March 8-9 - GLVC Men’s & Women’s Basketball 
Championship Tournament hosted by Drury Uni-
versity, marking the fi rst time since 1998 the event 
was held on campus and not at a neutral site. 

March 30 - Northern Kentucky collects the 
school’s second NCAA National Championship 
in women’s basketball with a 63-58 win over 
South Dakota.  The Norse, led by Nancy Win-
stell, posted a 28-8 overall record. 

June 30 - SIU Edwardsville resigns membership 
with the GLVC and reclassifi es as a NCAA Divi-
sion I member of the Ohio Valley Conference. 

GLVC Sports Information Director Tom Daeger 
promoted to Assistant Commissioner for Media 
Relations & Championships.

Wispeny Ellis hired as GLVC Assistant Commis-
sioner for Compliance.

Nov. 1 - The GLVC expands to 15 members 
with the addition of Maryville University and the 
University of Illinois at Springfi eld. Both institu-
tions begin competition in the league during the 
2009-10 season. 

Tom Daeger promoted from GLVC Assistant to 
Associate Commissioner for Media Relations & 
Championships.

2009
Oct. 8 - The league expands to a total of 16 
members as William Jewell College is accepted 
as a full member. The Cardinals begin competi-
tion in the conference in the 2011-12 season as 
the GLVC becomes the nation’s largest NCAA 
Division II conference along with the LoneStar 
and Northeast-10. 

2010
Jan. 19 - A timeline for adding football as the 
18th conference-sponsored championship sport 
is developed. The timeline targeted 2012 as 
the GLVC’s inaugural football season, with the 
University of Indianapolis, Kentucky Wesleyan 
College, Missouri S&T, Quincy University, Saint 
Joseph’s College and William Jewell has partici-
pating members.

Aug. 18 - A new logo in conjunction with the 
launch of the redesigned conference website, 
www.glvcsports.com, is announced. The new 
GLVC logo was created by Brad Craig Design 
Communication of Louisville, Ky.

2011
March 26 - Bellarmine University defeats BYU-
Hawaii 71-68 to capture 2011 NCAA Division II 
Men’s Basketball National Championship.  The 
title marked the fi rst in school history and the 
GLVC’s sixth national championship in men’s 
basketball.

May 29 - Southern Indiana becomes the fi rst 
GLVC institution and fi rst institution in Indiana 
at any level to win a NCAA Baseball National 
Championship.  Led by head coach Tracy 
Archuleta, the Eagles win the NCAA Division II 
title with a 52-14 overall record. 

Oct. 6 - McKendree University admitted to the 
GLVC as the 17th member.  The Bearcats would 
begin play in the league in 2012-13.  

Oct. 7 - Central State University and Urbana 
University are admitted to the GLVC as associ-
ate members in the sport of football.

Dec. 9 - Tom Daeger, GLVC Associate Commis-
sioner for Media Relations & Championships, 
resigns to become Commissioner of new NCAA 
Division II Great Midwest Athletic Conference 
(G-MAC).

2012
Jan. 9 - Jeff Smith hired as GLVC Assistant 
Commissioner for Communications.

March 2-4 - For the fi rst time since 2007, the 
GLVC Men’s & Women’s Basketball Champion-
ship Tournament is moved to a neutral site -- the 
Prairie Capital Convention Center in Springfi eld, 
Ill.  Following a nine-year run at Roberts Sta-
dium in Evansville, the tournament was moved 
on campus in 2008 (Drury), 2009 (Southern 
Indiana), Illinois Springfi eld (2010) and Maryville 
(2011).

June 30 - Northern Kentucky University resigns 
membership with the GLVC and reclassifi es as 
a NCAA Division I member of the Atlantic Sun 
Conference. 

July 1 - A three-year Branding Initiative is 
implemented by the GLVC to enhance the 
conference’s brand at championship events and 
year-round at the member campus level.  Year 
One (2012-13) of the Branding Initiative was to 

focus on Introduction & Implementation, which 
included expanding the conference’s logo library 
to include both school- and sport-specifi c GLVC 
wordmarks, while also retaining the services 
of D2 Consulting to survey conference ADs, 
SWAs, FARs, SIDs, and Marketing representa-
tives on their thoughts about the GLVC brand.  
Year Two (2013-14) was to focus on Champion-
ship Enhancements, with the goal of adding one 
“enhancement” to each sport’s championship, 
while also updating the conference’s awards 
and annual trophies.  Year Three (2014-15) 
was to focus on Campus Venue Signage, with 
the hopes of implementing the GLVC brand 
in all member school venues and facilities.  A 
marketing campaign to increase awareness of 
the GLVC brand throughout the Midwest and 
Division II landscape was also targeted. 

July 23 - Camelia Trahan hired as Assistant 
Commissioner for Championships and Market-
ing.

July 27 - In anticipation of its fi rst season of 
football, the GLVC hosted the “GLVC Football 
Kickoff 2012” media day event at the Millennium 
Student Center on the campus of the University 
of Missouri-St. Louis.  The event, which served 
both the league’s media members and passion-
ate fans through several social media outlets, 
featured one head coach and one student-
athlete from each of the nine GLVC football 
institutions who were on hand to help promote 
the conference’s inaugural season.

Aug. 22 - The GLVC announced the annual 
Men’s & Women’s Basketball Tournament 
Championship will return to Evansville, Ind. -- a 
city that hosted the event from 1999-2007.  The 
2013 event would be held March 7-10 at the 
Ford Center in downtown Evansville.

Aug. 30 - The inaugural season of GLVC 
football kicks off with Saint Joseph’s posting the 
conference’s fi rst-ever win in the sport, a 36-34 
victory over Valparaiso.

Oct. 11 - Tonya Charland, former Senior Woman 
Administrator and Assistant Athletics Director 
at GLVC member Maryville University, hired as 
GLVC Assistant Commissioner for Compliance.

Nov. 10 - The University of Indianapolis clinches 
the GLVC’s fi rst-ever football championship with 
an undefeated 8-0 conference record, following 
a 31-24 victory at Urbana.
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2012 (continued)
Nov. 16 - For the fi rst time in its 31-year history, 
the GLVC Volleyball Championship Tourna-
ment is held at a neutral site at the Indy South 
Sports Academy in Indianapolis, Ind.  Rockhurst 
captured its fi rst-ever GLVC Championship with 
a 3-1 victory over Lewis. 

2013
Jan. 1 - Central State University and Urbana 
University resign as associate members in foot-
ball to pursue full-time membership elsewhere. 

Feb. 12 - Men’s and Women’s Swimming and 
Diving offi cially announced as conference’s 
19th and 20th sports, with inaugural seasons 
to begin in 2013-14.  In addition, the fi rst-ever 
GLVC Men’s and Women’s Swimming & Diving 
Championships will take place exactly one year 
from today, Feb. 12-15, 2014, at Lake Central 
High School in St. John, Ind.  The addition of the 
conference’s 19th and 20th sports was formally 
approved on June 7, 2012 by the GLVC Council 
of Presidents.  Seven men’s teams and seven 
women’s squads representing eight member in-
stitutions will participate.  Five GLVC schools will 
sponsor both men’s and women’s swimming and 
diving, including Bellarmine, Drury, Indianapolis, 
Lewis, Truman State, and William Jewell. In 
addition, Missouri S&T will fi eld a men’s squad 
and Maryville will begin its inaugural women’s 
swimming season in 2013-14.

Feb. 16-18 - The GLVC conducts its inaugural 
GLVC Sports Endeavor Forum at the Sheraton 
Indianapolis City Centre Hotel in downtown 
Indianapolis, Ind. -- an event that featured 13 
student-athletes from GLVC member institutions 
and presenters from a wide range of athletically-
related fi elds.  The professional development 
opportunity was funded through the NCAA 
Conference Grant Program, putting an empha-
sis on highlighting diversity and inclusion in the 
workplace.

April 7 - Down 17 points in the fi rst half, Drury 
rallied to defeat Metropolitan State 74-73 for 
its fi rst and the GLVC’s seventh NCAA Division 
II Men’s Basketball National Championship 
at Philips Arena in Atlanta, Ga.  Coach Steve 
Hesser’s Panthers fi nished the season with a 
school-record 23-game winning streak and a 
31-4 record.

July 1 - The GLVC offi cially welcomes 
Truman State University as the conference’s 
16th member.  Kentucky Wesleyan College 
resigns to become charter member of the Great 
Midwest Athletic Conference (G-MAC), but will 
remain as a GLVC associate member in football.

July 8 - The GLVC announces plans to 
celebrate the conference’s 35th Anniversary 
throughout the course of the 2013-14 academic 
year.  The campaign will feature several online 
and social media components and features, 
while a ceremonial logo was designed for use 
across all platforms until July 1, 2014.
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
