In this
way, the cross draws us
into worship, as Jesus
said, “And I, when I
am lifted up from the
earth, will draw all
people to myself”

(John 12:32).

At the beginning of
each service, a seasonal
(appropriate to Lent,
Epiphany, Easter, etc)
greeting is exchanged,
locating us in the flow

of the church year.

During this prayer that
“collects” the prayers
of the gathered
congregation, we
acknowledge who God
is and recognize our
need for his grace to
love and worship him
(John 4:24).

The summary of the
law has shown us our
sin. Now, we make the
only proper response:
to ask God to have
mercy on us, which he
will do on account of

Christ (Titus 3:5).

Dating from the 4th
century, the Gloria
finds its first source in
the joyful hymn of the
heavenly host (Luke
2:14) and is a ficting
way to rejoice in God’s
provision of a savior.

The Collect for Purity ?

The First Reading 7 _ 1 Corinthians 2:1-12

When I came to you, brothers and sisters, I did not come
proclaiming the mystery of God to you in 10fty words or wisdom.
For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ, and
him crucified. And I came to you in weakness and in fear and in
much trembling. My speech and my proclamation were not with
plausible words of wisdom, but with a demonstration of the Spirit
and of power, so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom
but on the power of God.

Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is not a
wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are doomed to
perish. But we speak God’s wisdom, secret and hidden, which God
decreed before the ages for our glory. None of the rulers of this age
understood this; for if they had, they would not have crucified the
Lord of glory. But, as it is written,

“What no eye has seen, nor ear heard, nor the human heart
conceived, what God has prepared for those who love him”—these
things God has revealed to us through the Spirit; for the Spirit
searches everything, even the depths of God. For what human being
knows what is truly human except the human spirit that is within?
So also no one comprehends what is truly God’s except the Spirit of
God. Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the
Spirit that is from God, so that we may understand the gifts
bestowed on us by God.

The sermon in a
Christian church both
helps the congregation
understand the
meaning of the biblical
texts that have been
read and proclaims the
Good News about
Jesus: that though we
are great sinners, he is
a greater savior (1 Tim.

L15).

Composed around the
time of the Council of
Nicaea in 325 AD, this
carly statement of
belief sums up the
essential core of the
Christian faith,
believed the world
over and throughout
time.

The Gospel 9 _ Matthew 5:13-20
The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew.
Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus said, “You are the salt of the earch; but if salc has lost its taste,
how can its saltiness be restored? It is no 10nger good for anything,
but is thrown out and trampled under foot.

“You are the light of the world. A city built on a hill cannot be hid.
No one after 1ighting a 1amp puts it under the bushel basket, but on
the lampstand, and it gives 1ight to all in the house. In the same
way, let your light shine before others, so that they may see your
good works and give glory to your Father in heaven.

“Do not think that I have come to abolish the law or the prophets;
have come not to abolish but to fulfill. For truly I cell you, until
heaven and carth pass away, not one letter, not one stroke of a
leteer, will pass from the law until all is accomplished. Therefore,
whoever breaks one of the least of these commandments, and
teaches others to do the same, will be called least in the kingdom of
heaven; but whoever does them and teaches them will be called
great in the kingdom of heaven. For I tell you, unless your
righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will
never enter the kingdom of heaven.”

After affirming their
faith in the words of
the Creed, the people
petition the Lord in
prayer (John 14:13).

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God,
eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light,
true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the
Father; through him all things were made. For us and for our
salvation he came down from heaven, was incarnate from the Holy
Spirit and the Virgin Mary, and was made man.

On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures;
he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the
Father.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who
proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the
Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the
prophets. We believe in one holy catholic " and apostolic Church.
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look
for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.

The first section of this
refrain, called the
Sanctus, is the song of
the seraphim in
Isaiah’s vision (Isaiah
6:3), while the second
section includes the
words from the crowds
welcoming Jesus into
Jerusalem (Matt. 21:9).
It is a hymn of praise
that joins the voices of

the faithful with che

angels in heaven.

Here is the core of the
Gospel: Jesus died on
the cross as the
substitute for sinners.
God’s anger at sin is
poured out, but not on
those who deserve it.
In Christ, he takes it
back into himself, a
perfectly satisfying
atonement for anyone
who puts their faith in
Jesus (2 Cor. 5:21).

Recitation of Jesus’
words and acts has
been central in all
Eucharistic prayers
since the third century.
This form of the story
is based chiefly on
Paul’s account in 1
Corinthians 11 and
Luke’s story of the Last
Supper (Luke 22).

The Communion Service

The Prayer of Consecration

All praise and glory is yours, O God our heavenly Father, for in
your tender mercy, you gave your only Son Jesus Christ to suffer
death upon the cross for our redemption. He made there, by his one
oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world:;
and he instituted, and in his Holy Gospel commanded us to
continue, a perpetual memory of his precious death and sacrifice,
until his coming again.

So now, O merciful Father, in your great goodness, we ask you to
bless and sanctify, with your Word and Holy Spirit, these gifts of
bread and wine, that we, receiving them according to your Son our
Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his deatch
and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

For on the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took
bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his
disciples, saying, “Take, cat; this is my Body, which is given for you:

Do this in remembrance of me.” **
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We pray as Jesus
taught his disciples
(Matt. 6:9-13).

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given
thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is
my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you, and for
many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this in
remembrance of me.”

Therefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution
of your dearly beloved Son our Savior Jesus Christ, we your humble
servants celebrate and make here before your divine Majesty, with
these holy gifts, the memorial your Son commanded us to make;
remembering his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension, and his promise to come again.

And we earnestly desire your facherly goodness mercifully to accept
this, our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; asking you to grant
that, by the merits and death of your Son Jesus Christ, and through
faich in his Blood, we and your whole Church may obtain
forgiveness of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.

And here we offer and present to you, O Lord, ourselves, our souls
and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and liVing sacrifice. We humb]y
pray that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily
receive the most precious Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ,
be filled with your grace and heavenly benediction, and be made
one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him.

And although we are unworthy, because of our many sins, to offer
you any sacrifice, yet we ask you to accept this duty and service we
owe, not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offenses, through
Jesus Christ our Lord.

By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.

Grant us,
therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ,
and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his
body and our souls washed through his most precious blood, and that we
may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.

The Ministration of Communion

The gifts of God for the people of God. Take them in remembrance
that Christ died for you and feed on him in your hearts by faich,
with thanksgiving.

[The table is Christ’s, not ours; all baptized Christians are welcome to
receive communion. 1o receive, come forward when Your row joins the line
in the center aisle and extend your hands in front of you with your palms
up. Then, proceed to your side’s chalice and either take a sip of wine or dip
your wafer into the wine before consuming it. Then return to your seat. If
you are not baptized, you are encouraged to come forward and receive a
blessing; indicating your desire by Crossing your arms over your chest. I f
you are interested in baptism, please see a member of the clergy. Gluten
free elements are available on the table; if you would like to partake of
those, please cross your arms over your chest and receive a blessing from
the celebrant and then serve yourself.]
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This prayer sums up
what God has done
with us in Holy
Communion and
reminds us that he is
now sending us out as
missionaries into the

world (Eph. 2:10).

Based on Philippians
477, this blessing asks
God to keep us ever
mindful of what he’s
done for us, and
reminds the
congregation that no
matter where we go
from here, God has
promised to be with us
(Matthew 28:20).

Let us pray.

Almighty and ever-living God, we thank you for feeding us, in these holy
mysteries, with the spiritual food of the most precious Body and Blood of
