As the congregation
sings an opening hymn
of praise, the cross
leads the procession
into the church. In this
way, the cross draws us
into worship, as Jesus
said, “And I, when I
am lifted up from the
earth, will draw all
people to myself”

(John 12:32).

At the beginning of
each service, a seasonal
(appropriate to Lent,
Epiphany, Easter, etc)
greeting is exchanged,
locating us in the flow

of the church year.

During this prayer that
“collects” the prayers
of the gathered
congregation, we
acknowledge who God
is and recognize our
need for his grace to
love and worship him
(John 4:24).

“Very truly, I tell you, we speak of what we know and testify to
what we have seen; yet you do not receive our testimony. If T have
told you about earthly things and you do not believe, how can you
believe if T tell you about heavenly things? No one has ascended
into heaven except the one who descended from heaven, the Son of
Man. And just as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so
must the Son of Man be lifted up, that whoever believes in him may
have eternal life.

Recitation of Jesus’
words and acts has
been central in all
Eucharistic prayers
since the third century.
This form of the story
is based chiefly on
Paul’s account in 1
Corinthians 11 and
Luke’s story of the Last
Supper (Luke 22).

The Ministration of Communion

Gluten
free elements are available on the table; if you would like to partake of
those, please cross your arms over your chest and receive a blessing from
the celebrant and then serve yourself.]
