The second and third Sundays of Advent: We will conduct a full rehearsal in Cooke Hall 
following our morning service. Please allow enough time for your children to go through the 
Pageant twice.   

Fourth Sunday of Advent (Day of the Pageant): The Pageant will begin our worship service. 
Please have children at HLS in costume/dress and ready to go no later than 9:10AM. We will 
meet in the Arts Building (i.e., where we meet for Sunday School) and walk to the sanctuary 
together. If the weather is poor, we will meet in Cooke Hall and you will be directed where to go 
upon arrival. 

Costumes 

Readers - Any nice attire is just fine... 

Mary - Soft or pastel color dress (simple if possible)... 

Joseph - Khaki pants and white t-shirt... 

Angels - White or cream dresses may be worn... 

Shepherds - Khaki pants and white t-shirts with sandals... 

Wise Men - Khaki pants, dark colored t-shirts (blue, purple, navy), and sandals... 

Some accessories will be provided (e.g., headdresses for shepherds as well as wings and/or halos 
for angels).  

We have animal costumes available. If your child is assigned the role of an animal, s/he will be 
provided an appropriate costume for use during the performance.
