Avoid stupid controversies, genealogies, 
dissensions, and quarrels about the law, for they 
are unprofitable and worthless. After a first and 
second admonition, have nothing more to do with 
anyone who causes divisions, since you know that 
such a person is perverted and sinful, being self-
condemned.

1 Timothy 4.13–14

Let no one despise your youth, but set the believers 
an example in speech and conducts, in love, in 
faith, in purity. Until I arrive, give attention to 
the public reading of  scripture, to exhorting, to 
teaching. Do not neglect the gift that is in you, 
which was given to you through prophecy with the 
laying on of  hands by the council of  elders.
