	» Lord’s Supper, Next Week: Share in the bread and cup that symbolize 
our unity through the sacrifice of Jesus Christ.

	» Believer’s Baptism, June 9: Proclaim your faith to your church family 
and follow Jesus in the practice of water baptism. Sign up in Church Center 
if you’d like to be baptized during a worship service.

	» God knows us better than we know ourselves and wants to guide 
us.

	» God has given us the gift of his presence through the Holy Spirit 
that leads us into truth.

	» The Spirit enables us to live a life of love.
