He’s Coming Back

Some things happening in our world right now are deeply disheartening. At times, it’s
hard not to wonder how much longer God will tolerate the direction things seem to be
heading.

There’s anger and division. Injustice and violence. God’s design for sexuality and mar-
riage is increasingly dismissed as outdated or intolerant. Unborn lives are still being tak-
en, and fewer people see Jesus Christ as God’s revelation of himself. The moral and spir-
itual drift around us is hard to ignore.

James wrote to believers who felt that same weariness. Some of his readers were being
oppressed by people in positions of authority, and they were growing tired of holding
on. They were asking the same question many of us still ask: How much longer?

James answers by pointing them forward:

Be patient, therefore, brothers, until the coming of the Lord. See how the farmer
waits for the precious fruit of the earth, being patient about it, until it receives the
early and the late rains. You also, be patient. Establish your hearts, for the coming
of the Lord is at hand (James 5:7-8).

Twice in these verses, James directs their attention to the same hope: the return of Je-
sus. When life feels unjust and unresolved, he reminds them where history is headed.

He uses the image of a farmer who works and waits. Waiting does not mean passivity. It
means trusting that God is at work even when the harvest is not yet visible. Just be-
cause things have not been set right yet doesn’t mean they never will be.

It's good for Christians to be future-focused. Discouragement often grows when we fix
our eyes only on what is in front of us, whether that’s the state of the world or struggles
much closer to home.

You may be tired or discouraged. You may be carrying burdens that feel heavier than
usual. Your faith may be tested, and you may be wondering how much longer you can
endure.

Here's the anchor James gives us: Jesus is coming back. And when he comes, he will
reward faithfulness.

“Soon” in Scripture doesn’t always line up with our clocks. We're living in the final age
of the world, and at the time appointed by God, Jesus will return and deliver the king-
dom to the Father.

But he is coming back. And when he does, the things that trouble us now will no longer
trouble us then. There will be no more injustice left unanswered. No more fear or dis-
couragement. No more weary bodies, anxious hearts, or broken worlds.

He’s coming back.

Keeping our eyes fixed on that truth helps us endure whatever we face in this tempo-
rary life. —Chuck

If you have
friends who might benefit, please let them know about
this class as well. We will meet on the following Satur-
days from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon: December 13,
March 14, and June 13.

So many people in the world have experienced significant
losses in their lives, so we’re thankful to be able to offer
this GriefShare Ministry. It is organized around a thirteen-
week small-group program where participants meet to-
gether for around two hours each week and watch pro-
fessionally-designed videos featuring professional grief
counselors and also people who are grieving. These
presentations are coupled with discussions that are de-
signed to internalize what participants learn in the videos.
