He Cares

A few years ago | was sitting in a coffee shop doing some reading and writing when
| began to overhear parts of a conversation from the table behind me. The topics
shifted from divorce to job pressures to concerns about their kids, but beneath it
all was the same quiet weight of disappointment and uncertainty.
It's everywhere. In coffee shops and kitchens. In offices and factory floors. People
are carrying burdens. Job stress. Health problems. Strained marriages. Wayward
children. Unfulfilled hopes. Financial pressures. Lingering regrets.
Most of us learn to wear a smile in public. We take the mask off only around a
trusted few. But behind the smile are questions we don’t always say out loud:
Will my kids turn out okay?
Will this pressure ever ease?
Will | ever feel like | am keeping up?
Will my health hold up?
What will the future look like for our country, for our church, for my family?
We've advanced in remarkable ways over the last fifty years. We can do things our
grandparents never imagined. We have more information, more technology, and
more convenience than any generation before us.
But we haven’t eliminated worry. We never will. Not here. Not in this life.
James lived in a different world. The language was different. The culture was
different. The customs were different. But the people he wrote to were not so
different from us. They were weary. Some were suffering injustice. Some were
discouraged. All of them were learning what it means to wait on the Lord.
So James writes:
“As an example of suffering and patience, brothers, take the prophets who
spoke in the name of the Lord. Behold, we consider those blessed who re-
mained steadfast. You have heard of the steadfastness of Job, and you have
seen the purpose of the Lord, how the Lord is compassionate and merciful”
(James 5:10-11).
James doesn’t promise immediate relief. He doesn’t say the hardship will vanish
tomorrow. He doesn’t suggest that faith insulates us from pain. He points them
instead to the character of God and to the certainty of his purposes.
We consider those blessed who remained steadfast.
Not because life was easy for them. Not because everything worked out the way
they hoped. But because the Lord was at work, even when they couldn’t see it
clearly. And because the Lord is compassionate and merciful.
That’s the anchor for anxious hearts.
If you're carrying something heavy today, hear this clearly: the Lord sees. The Lord
knows. The Lord is compassionate and merciful. His purposes are not random, and
his mercy is not small.

Stay steadfast. He cares. —Chuck

Any of our members who have struggled with loss are
invited to participate in our GriefShare class. If you have
friends who might benefit, please let them know about
this class as well. We will meet on the following Satur-
days from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon: December 13,
March 14, and June 13.

So many people in the world have experienced significant
losses in their lives, so we’re thankful to be able to offer
this GriefShare Ministry. It is organized around a thirteen-
week small-group program where participants meet to-
gether for around two hours each week and watch pro-
fessionally-designed videos featuring professional grief
counselors and also people who are grieving. These
presentations are coupled with discussions that are de-
signed to internalize what participants learn in the videos.
