 I Swear 
You’ve probably heard stories about the good old days when people just shook 
hands over deals… when the attorney-written, loophole-closing, 200-page contracts 
of today were unknown. “A person’s word is his bond,” people said. “A handshake is 
as good as a contract.” 

Maybe that’s partly romanticized. Maybe some people really did make big decisions 
with nothing more than a nod and a handshake. Either way, here’s what we do 
know: for Christians, our word really should be our bond. When we tell someone 
we’ll do something, we ought to break our necks to follow through. We shouldn’t 
need a stack of Bibles or somebody’s grave to swear on or by. 

Why? 

Because we serve a God of truth. Since he is truthful, his people should be truthful 
too. That means we speak the truth plainly, without dressing it up in extra phrases 
meant to convince people we really mean what we say. 

James understood well what Jesus had taught, and he echoes the Lord’s instruction 
(cf. Matthew 5:33-37): 

“But above all, my brothers, do not swear, either by heaven or by earth or by 
any other oath, but let your ‘yes’ be yes and your ‘no’ be no, so that you may 
not fall under condemnation” (James 5:12). 

Christian parents usually try to teach this to their children early. If you tell someone 
something, you shouldn’t need to add, “I swear it’s true,” or “I swear I’ll do it,” or 
even “I promise.” Your word should already carry that weight. 

It won’t take people long to figure out whether you’re a truth-teller or not. Over 
time, your habits speak louder than your explanations. If you are known for hones-
ty, people won’t need some kind of verbal proof that you mean what you say. 

That’s what James is driving at. He isn’t condemning written contracts or suggesting 
it’s wrong to take an oath in a courtroom. He’s calling Christians to be people whose 
everyday speech is dependable and whose commitments can be trusted. 

Tell the truth. Always. 

Do what you say you’re going to do. Always. 

That means parents keep their promises to their kids. If we tell them we’ll be at the 
game at 5:00, it should take an earth-shattering event to keep us away. 

The same applies to our spouses, our co-workers, our neighbors, and the people we 
worship alongside each week. Our reliability should be obvious in every setting of 
life. 

Christians are truth-tellers, and we don’t need oaths to convince people of that. 

If they know us, they should know exactly what we mean when we say “yes” or 
“no.”
