 Doing Nothing Is Easy 
When Rosina Hernandez was in college, she attended a rock concert where a young 
man was brutally beaten. No one stepped in to stop it. The next day she learned that 
he had died from his injuries. She never forgot the moment, or the fact that she, 
along with everyone else, had stood by and done nothing. 

Years later she witnessed another crisis. While driving in the rain, she saw a car ahead 
of her skid off the road and plunge into Biscayne Bay. The vehicle landed nose-down 
in the water with only the rear end above the surface. Moments later a woman sur-
faced, screaming for help and saying her husband was trapped inside. 

This time Rosina didn’t hesitate. She jumped into the water and tried to open the car 
door, but it wouldn’t budge. She began pounding on the back window while people 
stood on the causeway watching. She shouted to them that a man was dying in the 
car. 

Finally one man came to help. Then another. Together they shattered the glass and 
pulled the man out. They were just in time. A few minutes later it would have been 
too late. 

The woman thanked Rosina for saving her husband. Rosina later said she felt an emo-
tional high that lasted for weeks. Years earlier she had promised herself she would 
never again stand by and do nothing if a life was at stake. This time she kept that 
promise. 

Doing nothing is easy. 

We rationalize: It’s none of my business. 

We make excuses: Someone else will handle it. 

We justify: I probably couldn’t help anyway. 

And often we tell ourselves that our small effort wouldn’t really matter. Surely some-
one more capable, more qualified, or with more time will step in. But history is full of 
moments when the difference between tragedy and rescue was simply one person 
deciding not to stand by. 

Doing nothing has always been the easiest option. 

And that same temptation shows up in the work of the church. 

Teaching a Bible class? Let someone else do it. 

Volunteering for a new ministry? My schedule is already full. 

Taking time to welcome visitors and build relationships? I’ve got to get home. 

It may not look as dramatic as a car sinking in the water, but real, important, life-
changing work is happening in the Hoover church. 

People are learning the gospel. Children are being taught. Visitors are deciding 
whether they will come back. Encouragement is being given—or withheld. Will you 
be part of it? 

When it comes to God’s work, there are really only two responses: 

“But they all alike began to make excuses…” (Luke 14:18) 

“Here am I. Send me!” (Isaiah 6:8)
