 The Music We Walk Past 

Several years ago The Washington Post conducted an unusual experiment. 

One cold January morning, a man stood in a Washington, D.C. subway station 
and began playing the violin. Commuters rushed past on their way to work. 
Some tossed a dollar into the open case. A few slowed down for a moment. 
Most never broke stride. 

After forty-five minutes, more than a thousand people had passed by. Only a 
handful stopped to listen. 

The man playing that morning was Joshua Bell, one of the finest violinists in the 
world. Just days earlier he had performed to a sold-out concert hall where peo-
ple paid hundreds of dollars for the chance to hear him play. But that morning, 
playing one of the most valuable violins ever made, he collected only about $32 
in tips. 

Why? 

Because context matters. When beauty shows up in an unexpected place, peo-
ple often walk right past it. 

The experiment raises an uncomfortable question: How often do we miss what 
is truly valuable simply because we’re in too much of a hurry to notice it? 

Our lives move fast. Schedules fill up. Notifications buzz. Responsibilities pile up. 
And somewhere along the way we can lose the ability to slow down and really 
see what’s in front of us. 

Sometimes that includes the people around us. The lonely. The hurting. The 
overlooked. 

Sometimes it even includes the work of God himself. 

Scripture reminds us that God’s presence is not always found in dramatic mo-
ments. Elijah discovered that God was not in the wind, the earthquake, or the 
fire, but in a low whisper. 

Which raises a question for us. 

If God were quietly at work in the ordinary moments of our week, would we 
even notice? 

This week, try something simple. 

Slow down a little. Pay attention. Look for the goodness of God in the ordinary 
places of life. 

You might be surprised how much beauty has been there all along.
