Please check with me before you begin, to make sure you are on the right track. *Try to use household items to construct your artifact rather than buying materials. Newspaper, paper mache, stones, sticks, glue, quick dry clay, etc. can be used to complete your project. 

Complete a one-page written report about the artifact from the perspective of the person who may have used it. For example, an embalmer would have used a canopic jar to store the organs of the deceased.
