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Dear Parents and Guardians
Welcome to Grade Two at École Élémentaire Michaëlle Jean!  I would like to welcome you and your child to our class, Room 1, 
Grade 2 French Immersion.  Grade 2 is an exciting year and I am looking forward to all the wonderful new learning and development we will see throughout this year.  Throughout September in Grade Two we will work together to learn the new classroom rules and routines as well as the school rules.  Our program will focus strongly on literacy and numeracy. You can help your child to be successful by:
· setting up a daily routine to review the agenda and ask about school

· providing a suitable place for regular reading and homework in your house

· sharing with me any events that may affect your child’s performance or health 

· asking questions right away if you are unsure about any aspect of the program.
As you may already know, Michaëlle Jean is on a balanced day schedule which means that your child has two nutrition breaks: one in the morning and one again in the afternoon.  Morning supervision begins at 8:35am.  Children should not be on the playground alone before this time.  Entry is at 8:50am and dismissal is at 3:10pm. 

In Grade 2 French Immersion, students begin to receive 50 minutes of English instruction each day. Mme Hayes will be teaching Core English to our class daily.  
Library exchange will take place on Day 2.  Students will bringing home 2 library books each week, of which at least one will be French.
We will be going to gym Day 1, 3 and 5 and will have 20 minutes of DPA Day 2 and 4.  It is important that students have appropriate clothing and footwear for active play each day.
Supplies
I have listed some supplies below that Grade 2 students are asked to bring:
	* 1 pencil case
* 2 erasers
* 1 pack of pencil crayons
* 2 glue sticks to be shared with the class


Most of these items are available in most Dollar Stores; don’t feel you have to spend a lot of money.

If possible please send in a contribution of $1.50 for the cost of the “sac de lecture”.

The agenda is an important communication tool between home and school.  I will be checking agendas each morning each for any important notes and the children will be writing important dates and homework in the agenda each day.  Please sign the agenda each day to let me know that you have seen it.  The agenda has a plastic pouch at the front.  I will use this to send home important papers and information.  Please return any forms or money in a labelled (with your child’s name) ziplock bag or a labelled envelope in this pouch.  

Extra clothes
 I would also greatly appreciate it if each child could have a spare set of clothes (including socks!) that can remain in their backpack.  These should be old clothes that will not be missed at home.  Please put them in a bag and label the bag with your child’s name.  A pair of extra clothes will be handy should your child fall in a puddle, get wet feet or have an accident.  Again, these should be old clothes.

I will be sending home Scholastic Book Club orders for both French and English books near the end of the month. The Scholastic Book Club is an excellent way to bring French books into the home for reading practice. In addition your order helps support our classroom library.
