Lesson 1
Our Rights – How Kids are Changing the World 
Big Question: What does a child need?
Grade ¾ - In groups of 3-4 students with a large paper cut-out of a child; use words, pictures, cut-outs from magazines etc and have students identify what they think they need.
ASR – house, clothes, food, friends, tv, video games, books, medicine, love, school
That’s where the discussion happens…do you need the things on your ‘person’ that don’t match the United Nations rights of a child?
Go through the Rights of a Child (pg. 1-2), and have students identify if they included something that matches each article/right.  Then add the article number with marker beside your idea that matches on the child poster. How has your thinking changed now that you have looked closely at the Rights of a Child? Have your needs changed?
Big Question: What do you think are a child’s rights?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Grade 5/6 – In groups of 3-4 students they can surf the web and determine what images, key phrases and websites best identify what they think the rights of a child are.  Share 
Lesson 2
Distribute to groups of 3-4 students, one page from the text that focuses on a child’s story.  After reading about the child, determine what rights that child did not have before making a change in his/her life.  Share your responses in whole class discussion.  
Discussion Questions:
Is there a consistent message between the stories? 
Put yourself in the child’s shoes; would you have made the same changes in your life?
What global issues are present in the stories?
Lesson 3
Modeled/Shared Lesson – Teacher and students create an exemplar using one of the examples (Take the ‘It Gets Better’ Pledge) on the “What Youth Can Do” page at the end of the text. 
Lesson 4
Depending on how many students are in a class, teacher chooses the actions he/she wishes to include. Using a jigsaw method, have students look at and analyze the given action using the guiding question prompts. After students have had a chance to discuss the given cause, create new groups so that each student can share in a jigsaw format the information that they have about their cause.
Guiding Question Prompts
Why is this cause important?
How does it affect me?
How does it affect the world?
Lesson 5
Using the choice board, create a _______________ that demonstrates your point of view with the cause/action that you have chosen.
Use the guiding question prompts to help when creating culminating task, applying what has been learned and communicating thinking.
Provide posters/videos etc that show different points of view and provide guiding questions which lead to inquiry

How might someone challenge your point of view?
How has the information presented in the _____________ helped you to understand the point of view?
