
Dear Parents,

	In January students are invited to create a timeline of important events in their life from birth to present.  This project ties in nicely with learning about sequencing in literacy and relationships in social studies.  They are invited to include photos in their timeline, however I suggest using printed copies or students can draw and colour pictures instead.

	Please help your child prepare their timeline by discussing special events, such as when they were a baby, when they learned to walk and talk, and occasions, such as holidays, starting school, or getting a younger sibling or pet.  Events should be labeled with their age and a brief caption about the event (example: “I am age 4.  I started JK and was so excited!”).  Encourage your child to help print the captions under each event.

	I have provided paper to create the timeline, however you are welcome to use your own.  Timelines will be kept at school until all of the students have presented so that students can share and observe one another’s timeline as part of our social studies program.

The holidays are a busy time so I have asked for students to bring this in starting the 3rd week of January so that students do not have to complete it over the break.
