Checklist: Do I Have Everything That I Need?
· Connection:  I have made a clear connection (self, text, or world) to my global issue and have explained how this connection has helped me understand this world problem better.  I have explained why this issue is important to me.

· Introduction:  I have introduced my world problem in a paragraph that catches my audience’s attention.  


· Case Study:  I have written about where this problem is occurring in one spot in the world.

· Catchy Headings:  I have catchy titles and subtitles that grab my audience’s attention.


· Pictures:  My pictures are visually appealing, drawing awareness to my world problem.

· Slogan:  I have a short slogan that displays my thoughts on this world issue. 


· Spelling and Grammar:  My work is proofread and edited, free of spelling and grammatical errors.
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· Format:  My presentation is a slideshow, newspaper, or brochure.
