HISTORICAL FIGURE MONOLOGUE
Students will write, and eventually read to the class, 
a monologue about a historical figure of the 1750s-1850s.

While working, use this as an outline to check your progress and/or chart your next steps.
You will need to be able to answer these questions in order to write a quality monologue.  
Biographical Information: 
PLEASE RECORD WHAT YOU HAVE LEARNED ABOUT YOUR PERSON thus far. Depending on the way you write your monologue, you may, or may not, want to use all of the information you gathered, but write it down anyways. (Indicate birthdate, death, family (parents/spouse/children?), home or city, nationality, and other background information you deem personally important about your historical figure).

NOTE: You should be able to answer the following questions: 
· What training, education, or experiences did they have in their lifetime that helped them become famous? What inspired them to pursue their career choice?
Introduction
Your essay should start with a statement that determines who you are!
· You should have a good idea through your research why the person is important and make that clear in your introduction. Consider his/her Contributions, Accomplishments, Impact on others, & Legacy.
· The introductory paragraph is a summary of ‘yourself’ (the historical person you have become). It is here where you simply list some of these reasons why you are so important, but do not go into great detail on these reasons because you will do this later in your monologue.  


Accomplishments
Look to answer these questions:
· What have they done in their area of expertise (career) that is extraordinary?
· What awards have they received awards because of their contributions to society?
· What did they do that is historically remembered?

Impact
Look to answer these questions:
· How has society/culture been affected or changed as a result of your person? 
· How have people benefited from the work of your person?
· Have they inspired other successful people or groups?  
· Are they associated with other famous historical people? Do you know what those people did?

Legacy
Look to answer these questions:
·  What has your person done that still influences people today?
· ·Are there buildings, monuments, scholarships, institutions that have been named after them?  (Ex. Schools, stadiums, statues, parks, hospitals, etc.)
· What have other famous people said about your person?
 
 
Conclusion:
· You should begin your conclusion by restating your main argument.
		“I am a great Canadian historical figure because ...  ”
· You can finish off your conclusion by adding your own insights, feelings, opinions, or reactions about 'you'.
 
   
Bibliography/References:
Find, read, and record information from at least 3-5 different websites/resources. Use this format to properly cite your sources.
 
FOR A BOOK:	Author’s Last name, First name.  Title of book.  City it was published in:  Publisher’s name, year of publication.
FOR A WEBSITE:	Author’s Last name, First name.  “Title of Article”.  Name of Website.  Date article was posted/updated.  <Web address>.

Elements

Physical Delivery

	lacks involvement; no movement or gestures

Speaking Techniques

	uses volume, tone, and pace inappropriately or ineffectively; limited use of nonverbal gestures and facial expressions
	uses volume, tone, and pace somewhat to suit the content and purpose; nonverbal gestures and facial expressions are occasionally distracting or inappropriate to the character
	uses volume, tone, and pace appropriate to the content and purpose; nonverbal gestures and facial expression suit the character
	
adjusts volume, tone, and pace to achieve a special effect or for impact; nonverbal gestures and facial expression enhance characterization
