PART ONE

Watch a movie, of your choice, and find the archetypes in it.

1. Write a summary of the movie that includes both the basic plot and themes. 
2. Identify at least one situation archetype, one symbolic archetype, and two character archetypes. For each one you find, you must explain how it fits that particular archetype. 
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PART TWO

Create an archetype poster.

1. Identify a character and what archetype they represent. (Cannot be one of the character archetypes explored in part one)

2. Title the poster with your character’s name, and subtitle the poster with the archetype that character embodies. 
3. Include a drawn or printed picture of your character in the center of the poster. 
4. Identify and list four character traits that demonstrate what type of archetype the character represents. Elaborate on your character’s four traits by explaining why each of these attributes relates to your character’s archetype. Create a visual representation of these characteristics around the picture of your character. You may also include information on the character’s possessions, thoughts, and relationships with other characters.
