Key Terms:

Population Density: is a measurement of population per unit area or unit volume; it is a quantity of type number density
Dense – describes high population density, many people crowded together in a given area
Sparse – describes low population density – a small number of people  scattered over a large area
Population Distribution:  Describes the way people are arranged in a given area
Choropleth Maps – A type of map that shows one type of data (or values). Shades of a colour are used to show the range of data within the geographic area.

Clustered – People living close together and unevenly distributed over an area

Scattered – People are spread over a large area and not grouped together

Linear – forming a line which can be straight or wavy

Peripheral – distributed along the outer perimeter of an area
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
