· Earned a medical degree at the University of California 
· Began writing his first novel, The Kite Runner, while he was studying medicine
· Named a Goodwill Envoy to the United Nations Refugee Agency in2006
· Established The Khaled Hosseini Foundation, a nonprofit, that provides humanitarian aid to citizens in Afghanistan
· The Kite Runner (2003) sold in at least 70 countries and spent more than 100 weeks on the New York Times bestseller list. Adapted into a graphic novel in 2011
