We do lots more than just these daily activities (!)  but these ones are fundamental for developing your skills towards the major assessments like projects, seminars, exams and simply BETTER ENGLISH!
DAILY LESSON SUMMARY ASSIGNMENT 




/10 (Per Unit)
Every regular day in class there will be a lesson taught, most frequently involving a reading of SUBSTANTIAL LENGTH. For each and every lesson/reading, write a minimum 6 point bulleted analysis of what was taught, mainly but not necessarily completely in your own words. This is training in summarizing, evaluating, and simplifying information – very important life skills. You will be graded on this every so often (usually every month) out of 10 marks, based on your notes being on topic and coherent. THE EXPECTATION IS THAT YOU WILL ACHIEVE A 10, so please be sure to have 6 points per day, and be careful to take meaningful and clear notes. Drawing visual charts, graphs or other images may help elucidate (shine light on) your points. Per your teacher’s directions, you might be asked to take notes with a different goal than what is stated here from time to time.
DAILY REFLECTIONS ASSIGNMENT





/10 (Per Unit)
Writing is an organization of thought. To consolidate your learning of the day’s lesson, write two reflections of at least fifty words or one reflection of at least one hundred words per class. Every so often, these reflections will be collected and graded out of 10 (Thinking and Inquiry) marks. To qualify for a potential A (8-10) marks, you must have the requisite (asked for) minimum number of words. If you miss a class, you must find out what lesson you were away for, and write your missed reflections about it. It is important that you think freely about the topics covered in the lessons so that you develop your own critical and free thinking skills and are not merely reiterating the material presented.

Poetical techniques are useful in prose and spoken English too, so don’t think of this as a niche activity with limited bearing on your everyday English skills. It is actually quite an important part of ALL English use.
