THE KEY LATIN DECLENSIONS
While there are of course more declensions than just these, all the others are based on these most commonly used ones, and so if you know and understand these ones, you can within a few minutes learn and remember the others.
On this chart the NEUTER parts are exactly the same as the column immediately to their left except for the differences shown. Only where the neuter differs from the regular gender to its left is the different ending shown. Where they are the same, which is in most cases, the square is left blank, so the sheet is easier to use and to remember.
Notice that the neuters always have the same nominative and accusative (um,um/ a,a/ ----,----) and that the plural nominative and accusative always end with “a”.
The genitive plurals all end with “um”.
The dative/ablative plurals all have “i” and “s” in them.
Definitions:
The NOMINATIVE is the doer of the verb in the sentence.
The ACCUSATIVE is the receiver of the verb in the sentence.
The GENETIVE is the possessor in the sentence (i.e. ‘s in English.)
The DATIVE means “to” or “for”.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The ABLATIVE means “with” or “from”.
