Step 1: Research & Presentation 
· You may work alone or in groups of up to 4.  If you choose to work with other people only one final product must be submitted.  Groups will receive the same mark.  
· In the past century there have been many elements of social change that have affected the perception of Gender Roles within society/ culture.  Pick 1 of the recommended themes below to conduct the following research: 
a) How have these roles evolved and changed?
b) Identify the causes of the social change i.e. What triggered changes?
c) How have these changes impacted the various institutions and policies within society?
d) Apply a theory to explain why social change has occurred (Chapter 2).
e) What stereotypes and forms of discrimination and gender bias still exist? Identify important social challenges in the future related to this theme.

1. Compare your theme in gender roles to two other themes.  How are the themes different? How are they similar?
1. Consider which theme discussed still holds the most bias, stereotypes and discrimination.  How does this relate  to explain modern social situations? Give examples to support your response.
