Tha heavy bed is strangly ribbed. It measures 78"
long. 10" high, widih according to size. The bridge de
Bign aliminates all vibrotion and allows am Io hoot-reom
for the operator. Directly below the cylinder there are
two partitions cast in the bed to direct shavings straight
downward and to provide sosy conneclion fo exhaust
systoms when desired.



TABLES

The heavily ribbed tables are mochined and ground
r‘?upnrhly smooth, They are easily adjusted. Eoch toble
iz Hitted with a steel lip next la the cutting cylinder, which
con bo removed and replaced at any time, This important
feature avoids nicking edges of tables. Front 1able has
scale and poinfer te show depth of cul. Each section is
48" long, width according te size (16-inch machine has
infeod loble 18" wide, and autfeed lable 17" wide). Each
table can be drawn 1687 away froam eylinder. Vertical ad-
justment is 34°; threat is 1387 wide.

SLIDING FRAMES

These frames carry the table and move to and from
the cylinder in dovetalled ways ploned in the bed, Thoy
con be readily drown 18" owoy from the cylinder whan
shorpening or removing knives. The shoes are fongued
and grooved to the sliding brame, and securaly balted,
They hove wide booring surfoces ond confrol the correct
pi-prm of the fables.

CYLINDER

The eylinder is machined, ground and dynamically bal-
anced. It is regularly equipped with thres tungsien-
chromium thin steel knives, Can be equipped with four
knives if desired. Cutting diameter is 5", speed 3500

FEMCE

This fence is rigidly held in pesition, and can be moved
ocross the toble i1s Tull widih. [t iz 53" long, 6% wids,
and bevels 1o any angle up te 45 degrees by meons of o
tilting lever, Scales and peinter show degree of tilt, The
fence, when not In use, rests on extension brockets oul ol
the way.

GUARDS

RABBETING ATTACHMENT

porting surfoce for stock being robbeted, It is preferred
fo the old style rabbeting groove in the receiving toble,
