1)Obedience is not required as the result of 
salvation

2)Recite a prayer receiving Christ and never live 
any different 

3) Titus 3.5 He saved us, not on the basis of deeds which we have 
done in righteousness, but according to His mercy, by the 

washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit,
