Introducing ALP: ANRA Learning Path
 The debut of the new ANRA Academy for training risk management professionals

ALP - ANRA Learning Path - is a training course divided into five modules, each consisting of three days in the classroom, designed by risk management professionals and valid for RIMAP European Certification Rimap issued by FERMA (the Federation of European Risk Management Associations). ANRA is the first national association in Europe to achieve accreditation.

Milan, June 7th, 2016 – ALP, the new Academy promoted by ANRA for training risk management professionals, debuted today. ANRA Learning Path is a training course designed to guide risk management professionals towards obtaining RIMAP European Professional Certification (http://rimap-certified.org), which is issued by FERMA (Federation of European Risk Management Associations): ANRA is the first national association in Europe to achieve official accreditation. The first three-day module on “Risk and Insurance Management Fundamentals” will be held in Milan from June 28th-30th (9:00 AM - 6:00 PM).

“Since 1972 ANRA has played an important role in spreading risk management culture in our country - said Alessandro De Felice, President of ANRA. For this reason, given the considerable, solid experience we’ve gained throughout many years, as we organized and participated as lecturers in the courses offered by our Association, in Master courses and initiatives promoted by universities and research centers, we decided to solidify our patrimony by creating our own academy for training risk management professionals. ANRA Learning path is a training course divided into five modules, each consisting of three days in the classroom, designed by risk management professionals and valid for RIMAP European certification. During the various modules, many Risk Managers, members of ANRA, as well as academics, professionals from Insurance companies and providers of risk management services will alternate as teachers. The various topics will mostly be dealt with based on the teachers’ practical experience, so the teaching will be more practical and effective.  As ANRA, the aspect that we’re most proud of is, of course, the international recognition that we achieved through FERMA. We are, in fact, the first European association to launch a RIMAP-accredited course, (http://rimap-certified.org): this is a certification promoted by FERMA that establishes international standards in terms of expertise, experience, continuous training and code of ethics in our profession”.

The training offered by ALP is based on five modules, each lasting three days, for a total of 120 hours of training:

1 - Risk and Insurance Management Fundamentals, June 28th-30th, 2016 Milan

2 – Advanced Risk and Insurance Management, September 2016

3 – Risk control, mitigation and treatment techniques, October 2016

4 - Enterprise Risk Management and Advanced Tools for Risk Management, November 2016

5 - Claims management, crisis management and disaster recovery, December 2016.

You can take part in one or more modules, or in all of them: the completion of the entire course (which you can also achieve in 2 years) will allow you to obtain RIMAP certification with a simplified online exam. RIMAP certification, in fact, requires you to demonstrate, through a test, that you possess a series of skills that you can achieve independently or – as we were saying - through the ALP path, which was created specifically to help risk managers who are interested. Please remember that the ALP course is also valid for professional updating purposes, as provided for by IVASS.

The training course is aimed at professionals who are in the early stages of their career or knowledge in the Enterprise Risk Management and Insurance Risk Management fields, or are interested in updating their knowledge from a modern perspective. These professionals include Risk and Insurance Managers or professionals with equivalent roles, Consultants, service providers, the commercial and underwriting departments of insurance companies, law firms, appraisers and, more generally, all those who wish to gain thorough knowledge on risk management.

“The first module of the ALP course introduces knowledge that is fundamental for professionally carrying out your activities in the Risk and Insurance Management field, presenting risk management in the wider context of business organization - continues De Felice. The goal is for participants to understand the principles and the infrastructure that are the basis of an effective and coherent risk management process, designed to create and protect a company’s values, activities and business continuity. The topics that will be discussed will also focus on risk analysis methods and on the main tools for managing the risks that have been pinpointed and analyzed. Among these tools, a special focus will be put on basic risk financing techniques, describing the basic principles of insurance, and emphasizing that sharing (transferring) is one of fundamental aspects of the risk treatment process, in the broader context of aiming to minimize the overall cost of risk”.
