The 1st seizure he had he was asleep, he urinated and defecated during seizures
He has always been an anxious dog
Objective
T 102.9, panting, hr 114, 93.4 lbs, anxious- bar, body condition score 5/5; cloudy eyes, plr normal; mucous membranes red, crt < 2 sec, moderate tartar; heart/lungs auscultate normally; abdomen/lymph nodes/femoral pulses palpate normally; skin normal
Cbc- wnl; chem- wnl
2:20 p.m. temp 101.8, calm
Assessment
Seizures- r/o idiopathic, neoplasia, trauma….; periodontal disease stage ¼; obese; lens sclerosis
Plan
Exam, cbc/chem, 22 gauge iv catheter placed in right cephalic vein, 4.7 ml midazolam 5 mg/ml iv at 8:30 a.m., he had seizure soon thereafter and urinated; 8:47 a.m. 12 ml propofol 100 mg/ml iv which completely sedated him and seizure stopped, gave 3 64.8 mg phenobarbital po at 9:40 a.m.
No more seizures throughout the day and ambulatory sedated when discharged
Called in phenobarbital 97.2 mg po bid to freds pharmacy in eupora (keith said cost $70 for 60 tabs)
Client Education treatment while here, likely idiopathic seizures, meds to be given to stop seizures
Next day hoover was still wobbly so keith called and asked if he could lower dose, told him yes give ¾ tab po bid
Next appt August 8, 2016 for cbc/chem

S: Returned for reevaluation, pet is not having anymore seizures but coughs when gets excited and seems to be breathing hard, is still normal otherwise, is taking ¾ tab phenobarb
O: T 101.5, hr 126, panting, 97.9 lbs, bar, femoral pulses normal; heart/lungs auscultate normally; mucous membranes red, plr normal
A: Seizures
