   Mother Teresa of Calcu8a spoke these 

words in her Nobel Peace Prize Acceptance 

Speech, “But I am sure in the families and 

many of our homes, maybe we are not 

hungry for a piece of bread, but maybe 

there is somebody there in the family who is 

unwanted, unloved, uncared, forgo8en, 

there isn’t love. Love begins at home. And 

love to be true has to hurt…. And this is 

what I bring before you, to love one another 

unCl it hurts, but don’t forget that there are 

many children, many children, many men 

and women who haven’t got what you have. 

And remember to love them unCl it hurts.”�

   Living authenCcally and walking with 

holiness always involves sacrifice. It has to 

hurt. Only acCons springing from true and 

deep sacrifice demonstrate true integrity. 

Without sacrifice, even what is apparently a 

generous gesture can be nothing. It is no 

wonder that the widow who contributed 

from her poverty received great admiraCon 

from Jesus. It is easy to make the houses of 

our lives look like they are in perfect order 

when in fact they are in shambles within. 

Religion can someCmes make this 

hypocriCcal masquerade easy to accomplish. 

We can find ourselves in all the right holy 

places, reciCng all of the correct prayers, 

parCcipaCng in community collecCons, and 

reciCng the proper doctrines only to find 

ourselves empty, shallow, self�focused, and 

overly anxious about personal concerns.�

   The one who learns to discover their inner 

poverty, their spiritual poverty, is the only 

one who can truly place him or herself at the 

mercy of God. It is only when we allow 

ourselves to be empty that we realize Who 

we actually need to fill us. This is the real 

meaning of trust. Many of us are afraid to 

take the plunge. We allow ourselves to 

detach from only so much, always keeping a 

watchful eye on the protecCon of our 

securiCes. We understand the value of 

poverty, but we do not want to become too 

poor. As long as we are able to recognize 

this tension, our reluctance to let go and our 

struggle, we can conCnue our journey of 

humbly learning how to love so deeply that 

it hurts. God understands and waits.�

Today’s Gospel presents Jesus’ teachings on the two 

greatest commandments. Love the Lord with all your heart, 

soul, mind, and strength. And love your neighbor as 

yourself. Let’s consider these “greatest commandments” as 

they relate to three aspects of a Chris4an steward’s daily 

life � the giving of our 4me, talent, and treasure. The use 

of 4me refers primarily to our rela4onship with the Lord � 

in other words, our prayer life. God, I show my love for Him 

and my gra4tude for this giG of 4me by giving Him the best 

por4on of my 4me. Of course, it is vital to talk to God 

throughout the day, but if I really want to love Him with all 

my heart, soul, mind, and strength, shouldn’t I make 4me 

for God “first” on my agenda each day? The use of talents 

refers to the way I offer the abili4es, skills, and interests 

the Lord has given me for the good of those around me. 

Doing so is a prac4cal way to “love my neighbor as myself.” 

At the same 4me, it is also a way to love the Lord with all 

that I am and have since He has told us that whatever we 

do for others we are also doing for Him. The use of material 

giGs � or treasure � likewise demonstrates both the love 

of God and neighbor. When I trus4ngly offer a sacrificial giG 

to God through the offertory collec4on, I am showing Him 

in a very tangible way that He comes before all else in my 

life and I am puCng my material resources at the service of 

my neighbor in the parish community and beyond. When 

we live for God and others, we are living a stewardship way 

of life. And like the wise scribe in today’s Gospel, we are 

moving closer to the kingdom of God.�

family together. Seize these moments.�
