Two Special Sermon Series This Month

We're doing something a little bit different in August. Neal and Hiram will both be preaching
a short series of lessons on two important Bible subjects--evangelism and youth. Jesus
found lost souls worth dying for (John 3:16), and He held youth in a special place of im-
portance (Matthew 18:1-6). Neal will be preaching four sermons on soul-winning each Sun-
day morning of August except the morning of the 24th, when John Moore will be preaching
as part of the marriage seminar.
