Instructions for link auto-placement

Once our SEO experts have approved your page for link publication, simply select your page from the list on the right-hand side of the My Account page. On the right hand side of the page detail page, you will see radio buttons providing the option to place links automatically. 
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Automated link placement is based on link codes, which will appear once you have opted in to link placement.
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You will receive a unique code for each link you are approved to place on your page. In the example above, the page was approved for three links, and thus received three codes.

Once a link has been purchased, the URL http://links.linkvehicle.com/<your link code here>.html will return the link in its entirety. Using the above example, the URL http://links.linkvehicle.com/4be4694c840b2.html would return ‘<a href=”current.advertiser.url”>advertiser text</a>’. In the event that a link has not been purchased, the URL will return an empty response. 

Assuming the page in the example above was implemented in PHP, the three codes could be inserted into the page like this:

PHP code for your links can be auto-generated by clicking on the ‘Show PHP examples’ link  below your link codes.

Links will be left blank until they are purchased. To test the implementation, the link  code ‘linkvehicle’ (http://links.linkvehicle.com/linkvehicle.html) is always populated. It produces a link to linkvehicle.com with text ‘SEO’. 


If you are concerned about load times, links may be cached locally in a database or file system of your choice and only renewed at selected intervals.

WordPress users can access the code for their sidebar by clicking on ‘Editor’ in the ‘Appearance’ menu of the WordPress administrative interface.
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The far right-hand side of the page will contain a list of Theme Files for your WordPress blog. The sidebar is labeled Sidebar (sidebar.php). Clicking on the Sidebar link will provide access to the sidebar PHP code. To add links to the bottom of the sidebar, scroll down to the bottom of the file, and insert the links before the final “</div>” in the sidebar file. To place the links from the example above, we would add the following HTML and PHP:

Be sure to place this above the final </div> or the layout of your blog may be adversely impacted. Now, simply click the “Update File” button. Your WordPress blog should now show those links in the sidebar of all entries.

If you have registered your WordPress blog as a homepage, please restrict link display to the homepage by using WordPress’ is_home function as follows:
