BOOM!!! (Tie Down Conversion | ROI)  

[NO I’m not in front of my computer] 
Ok, I can send you a link in an text ok, what is your Cell number? (Get Cell Number)

[NO Cell]
Ok, I can send you a link in an email for you to see an example, what is your email? (Get Email) When’s a time you’ll be back in the office in front of your computer?

Here’s what most people don’t know, we've also done focus groups on these Customer Review Commercials and:

- Found that 70% of consumers that watch the said they would pick 
   up the phone to call you
- We found that 65% said they would refer you to a friend that needed
    your products & services.   

Can you imagine someone referring you a customer because they saw you had a 5 star reputation online?  

These 45-60 second commercials are a powerful Reputation, Social Media and Branding strategy for a local business.:

- Use professional spokes models
- We shoot in a Hollywood style studio
- We professionally edit and brand each video to position you as a market leader
- We promote your reputation by highlighting a 5 star review you have received
- We create primetime graphics and animation, as well as create an on-location view of someone reading about your 5 star reputation

3 Referrals Of Other Reputable Small Businesses That Can Be A Part Of The Beta.
When we launch this program publically, it will be over $1000  so we need to successfully launch this beta with a few more businesses. sound good?



Requirement TWO 
We need your feedback, Because the Review Commercial is part of our BETA Program to help local businesses with their Brand, Social Media, SEO, Reputation,  and more importantly…. help businesses to get more customers.  As part of the we require participants understand how to leverage the review commercial and give us feedback in the form of a quick survey on how Reputation Marketing Strategy helped you or not. Fair enough?

Requirement THREE – OPTIONAL
 You cover the syndication costs of ($97 - 297) so after we've produced the Review Commercial, we can put it online and broadcast it to all the major social and video networks. Sound Good?

Again, Typically a production like this would cost $2000 to  $3,000 and we are underwriting the production expenses and All we are asking is ONLY {97 - $297} to help pay for your sydication costs.
