These instructions apply to the Primory® brand CXi dispenser.

Please carefully read all instructions before installing and using the dispenser.

INSTALLATION GUIDE

If there is a dispenser currently installed

* Remove the existing unit, both the above and below

counter assemblies

 Clean the counter area where the previous dispenser

was located

« Verify the size of the existing counter hole is 15/16"

to 1-1/4" in diameter

Installing the Touch Free Counter Mounted System

If there is no hole in the counter

* Prior to drilling, examine below counter to ensure

adequate clearance for the new unit

 Drill a 17 diameter hole in the counter top

e The hole can be drilled to either the right or left of

the faucet, ensuring adequate clearance for the below
counter assembly

¢ (lean the counter area where the new hole is located

Prior to beginning installation, study the exploded view of the touch free counter-mounted system and locate all the pieces.
Also, lock beneath the countertop to find a suitable place for mounting of the battery box (9) so that it will not interfere

with system components or plumbing

Remove the paper liner from ane side of the
adhesive gasket(2)to expase the adhesive, Feed
the data cable(©)through the gasket and shde
the gasket onta the threaded shank of the
dispenser assemble with sticky side toward
the dispenser. (Rotate the gasket until it follows
the contours of the disperser.) Press on the
gasket until it sticks ta the battom of the
dispanser. Then, remowe the paper liner from
ther side of the gasket

Feed the data cable(®)and the shank of
the dispenser a&ssrw:ﬂ,@ through the hole
in the countertop. Point the spout of the
dispenser into the sink bawl and press down
firmiy on the dispenser to securely attach it
to the counter top.

From underneath the counter, first feed the lock
\‘-.’.‘.’1?(@ and then the mounting l‘l.ﬂ@m?!
the data cable(B)and onto the threaded shank
of the dispenser-assembly(D) Be sure that the
“teeth” on the washer will 1ouch the bottom of
the counter top and that the nut threads easily
onto the shank, (If the nut is hard 1o tun by
hand, itis upside down.) Hand-tighten the

nut securely

Align the indent inside the top of the motor
assemblybottle suppart @ with the indent on
the shank of the dig er assembly(1)and
firmby push the motor assemblpbottle suppart
g, onto the shank

NOTE: Hold the data cable(®out of the way
as you push up an the moter assembliybattle

NOTE: If the batteries are not properly mstalled
of the cover i not praperly pasitioned on the
bax, the system will not wark. position the cover
(with batteries installed)on the battery bax

and tighten the two captive screws

Connect the two halves of the data cable(Ga)
and(BE) by lining up the white stripes on each
half and pust ng the cable connectors 1ogether
until the stripes touch.

NOTE: After the batteries are installed n the
battery bax(@) and the twa hahves of the data
cab e connected, it will take approximately
20 seconds before the touch free counter
maunted system is ready to dspense soap

Cleaning the Counter Mounted System
Use only mild soap and water to clean the touch free Counter Mounted
System spout, Cover the sensor window with your thumb while cleaning
the spout so that you do not continue to dispense soap.

DO NOT use abrasives to clean the touch free Counter-Mounted
System (since this may damage the finish or the sensor window)
