e The major focuses of our contributions will be:

We support
target programs that promote development through educational
programs.

0 Serving Our Communities- Synergy takes pride in partnering with our
communities in programs that supports our overall membership. The
program looks to build relationships with our local community through
volunteering, fundraising, safety, education, and leadership.

o0 Promoting Agriculture- Synergy provides support to those members,
communities, and organizations that seek to promote a positive image
of the agricultural industry. Examples include Dairy Breakfasts, County
Fairs, and Farm Tours.

e If the contribution is going to a non-profit organization, the organization MUST
provide Synergy Cooperative with their 501(c)(3) tax-exempt status and valid
Tax-Exempt ID number



Contributions cannot be made to the same organization more than 3 times a
year.

The following exclusions apply:

Synergy Cooperative will hot support organizations that discriminate on the
basis of age, sex, race, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, or disability
with respect to employment, volunteer participation, or the provision of
services.

Contributions will be made only to the qualifying nonprofit agency.
Contributions will not be made to organizations conducting fundraising (third
party giving) on behalf of nonprofit agencies.

Requests that solicit financial support for political candidates, and political
campaigns, or entities that are not nonprofit organizations, will not be
considered.

Financial request for capital campaigns will not be considered.

Requests that solicit financial support for individuals will be considered on a
case by case basis that show support to Synergy's values.
