Fuel Department

     Coop Fuel Card Changes:  
Effective on or shortly after June 
1st. 2014, all fuel cards with a 
Manhattan Coop logo on them will 
no longer work.  The plan is to have 
new cards issued and in our patrons 
hands before the changeover 
happens.  To make this possible 
please make sure to complete the 
fuel card form included in the MKC 
customer packet and return it to us 
as soon as possible.  After the 
changeover, the only coop cards 
that will be accepted will have 
MKC logos on them.  Each of our 
locations will continue to accept 
regular credit cards along with the 
new MKC account cards.
     Dyed Diesel Sales Tax:  
Currently all customers are able to 
buy dyed diesel from any of our 
fuel locations using coop cards or 
credit cards.  Customers that use 
coop cards are able to be sales tax 
exempt and credit card customers 
are charged sales tax.  On June 1st, 
only customers that have coop 
account cards and have submitted a 
tax exempt form will be allowed to 
purchase dyed diesel from our retail 
pumps.  There will be no way 
around this.  If anyone is currently 
using a credit card to purchase dyed 
diesel, please call in and get a coop 
fuel card set up.  The dyed diesel 
pumps will not dispense fuel 
without a coop fuel card.
