1. Don’t Be A Beautiful Pharisee
Mark 3:4 Then Jesus asked them, “Which is lawful on the Sabbath: to do good or to do evil, to save life or to kill?” But they remained silent.
5 He looked around at them in anger and, deeply distressed at their stubborn hearts, said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” He stretched it out, and his hand was completely restored. 6 Then the Pharisees went out and began to plot with the Herodians how they might kill Jesus. (NIV)
Matthew 23:5 “Everything they do is done for people to see: They make their phylacteries wide and the tassels on their garments long; 6 they love the place of honor at banquets and the most important seats in the synagogues; 7 they love to be greeted with respect in the marketplaces and to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others. (NIV)
What does it mean to be a "Beautiful Pharisee," and how can outward religious appearance differ from the true condition of the heart?
Can you think of examples where someone’s actions didn’t match their words or appearance?
How do we guard against hypocrisy in our own lives?


2. Jesus is More Powerful Than the Devil
As Jesus moved about the countryside, impure spirits bowed down to Him and called Him “Son of God”
What does this say about the power and position of Jesus in the world?
1 John 4:4 You, dear children, are from God and have overcome them, because the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world. (NIV)
Ephesians 6:10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.
12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. (NIV)
If we have Jesus Spirit in our lives, do we need to fear the enemy?
If we have this power in us, how much more should we pray?


3. The Holy Spirit Is Important
Discussion Question:
Why is it important not to take the Spirit’s presence in your day to day life for granted and not allow your heart to be hardened?  Jesus said in:
Mark 3:28 Truly I tell you, people can be forgiven all their sins and every slander they utter, 29 but whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit will never be forgiven; they are guilty of an eternal sin.” (NIV)
How can you invite the Presence of the Holy Spirit in your life everyday?
How do You keep a tender heart toward God?


4. Let the Lord Choose You
Jesus Called the Twelve apostles in Mark 3:13-18… 
What has God Called You to do?
How has He made this clear to you?
What has your response been?
1 Corinthians 12:18 But in fact God has placed the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. 19 If they were all one part, where would the body be? 20 As it is, there are many parts, but one body. (NIV)
Are any tasks Jesus calls us to do any less important to Him?


5. Sit At Jesus’ Feet and Not Outside the Door
*Read:  Mark 3:31-34 
How does this scripture redefine Christs family and what implications does this have for how we view our relationship with Him?
Key Passage:
“Whoever does God’s will is my brother and sister and mother.”
How does this change the way we think about church?
In light of this scripture, what does it mean to be part of God’s family?
