We’re excited to share some important updates from the CTR Building Committee!
After meeting with Cord Construction, we’ve received updated bid numbers for our upcoming
project. 
While a few minor adjustments are still being made, we’re close to confirming our three-year budget plan. 
A meeting will be scheduled soon to walk through the numbers and share what this means for CTR’s future.
 
Construction Timeline Update
One of the biggest changes involves the sanctuary. A new method for concealing the sprinkler system has
been proposed, which will enhance the final look—but it also extends the construction timeline.
Here’s what to expect:
Sanctuary construction will now span approximately 3 months, rather than the originally estimated 3–5
weeks. The entire ceiling will be replastered and painted, improving both function and aesthetics.
This extended timeline means more dust and paint in the sanctuary—but we’re committed to keeping things
clean and welcoming.
 
The full project is expected to take about 5 months, allowing time for specialized sound materials to be
ordered and delivered.
 
To ensure the sanctuary is beautifully decorated and ready for Christmas, we’ve decided to begin
construction after the holiday season.
 
We’re grateful for your continued support and prayers as we move forward. We’ll keep you updated as more
details become available and will confirm the exact start date as soon as possible.
