For fifty-two years we have been sending Christmas cards wishing all of you a
blessed Christmas. We don’t send Christmas cards at random times
throughout the year. We try to send them out at an acceptable time (in the
month of December).

We are studying the book of Daniel in the Bible. In Daniel 9:24-27 Jehovah
gives Daniel a detailed prophecy that accurately dates the first coming of the
Messiah Jesus Christ. Daniel lived more than 500 years before the birth of
Jesus. You could say that's perfect timing.

ROMANS 5:6 says, “For while we were still helpless, at the right time Christ
died for the ungodly” (we).
