Pre/K Table notes
How to go the extra mile for kids/families:
· After opening time, drop off Bibles & go to gym to race. This is a time to give a preview of what we’re going to learn about.- YAY, glad this has been working for you!
· Give positive feedback to parents, especially if they seem hesitant about how their child might act at church- YES, definitely want to encourage parents!
· Kleenex box pop-up questions/roll a dice to help kids open up. Or, it can be tied to memory verse as well.- Sounds fun!
· Get on the floor (on their level) and connect with them.- YES, always a great idea!
· Practice what you preach, bring your Bible & add fun Biblical facts to story- YES & AMEN!
· Encourage youth helpers & get them involved, give them clear direction- YES, for sure!
· Do a read back with kids on what they’ve learned. YES! (in current curriculum, the “circle time” review questions help)

Challenges, training:
· Good to have training on how to tell stories from Bible. Bring back puppets & felt board. YES!!!!! We have the puppet show, not sure why we don’t use it more. There are LOTS of felt pieces available for anyone anytime!!
· Need to remove peg board (above blocks) in F15.- Ok, that’s an Anna thing, since she made it. 
· Bring back crafts (pre-packaged), keep it simple- This one is a tough one for me since I do all the prep for you guys on Sundays & have no idea how many kids you might have. Our current curriculum does not usually have a craft option. When they occasionally do, they tend to be more difficult ones that take lots of prep & I don’t have time for that. If someone wants to talk about taking this on please let me know OR if you guys want to do crafts yourself any given week, please always feel free to do so!!
· Eventually go back to splitting up by age (3-4’s & 5/K)- YES this would be amazing. We would need 2 adults per room so 4 adults each Sunday.  And, we would likely have kids switch back & forth since F14 is set up for Bible & F15 is set up for games….they would just rotate back & forth, with one at games while other is at Bible & vice versa. Someday when we have more kids & more volunteers!!!
· Making sure kids are actually checked in, have name tags on their backs & parents have guardian receipts for pick up- YES please!! This is a safety issue that we need to consistently be on top of. Plus, taking off their name tags when they leave us, too. THANKS SO MUCH!
· Review & do a practice emergency drill- Sure, what kind of drill? Earthquake, lockdown, fire drill, there are multiple. Since there’s not a lot to do in an earthquake with no furniture in most rooms & already on lockdown during the entire Kids Church time, I’m guessing you’re referring to leaving the classroom in a hurry. So, you have the “ropes” in the drawers if you need them for the littles. You guys should always exit out the glass door in the hall by F15 since it is closest to our meeting place by fire station. 
· Have photos or introduce safety team members at Kids Team meeting so we know who’s on.- SURE I can talk to Dave to see how we can make something like this happen. Only catch is I don’t think they are here early enough for our huddle. But, I will ask him & we’ll come up with something as far as at least one or two of the people who are on any given Sunday, especially down in our kids zone.
