SHARE: In what ways does the Church sometimes make people feel they aren’t welcome?   
 
READ: Acts 16:11-15. What stands out to you about Lydia? When God opens her heart, how 
does she respond?  Where do you need to respond to God’s leading? 
 
 
READ: Acts 16:16-21. Why do you think Paul was “annoyed,” with this woman?  Do you think 
her words would help or hinder the gospel?   What things do Christians sometimes do that 
hinder the gospel message? 
 
 
READ: Acts 16:22-28. What song would you sing if you were put in jail?  If your prison door 
opened up would you run? Why or Why not?  
 
 
READ: Acts 16:29-34.  If someone asked you, “What must I do to be saved?” how would you 
respond?  How can you have a positive impact on your family’s faith? 
 
 
READ: Acts 16:34-40.  Why do you think Paule waited to play his, “Roman Citizen Card?”  In 
what ways do you suffer for the sake of others coming to believe? 
 
SHARE: How much of your faith is all about you? How much is about others? In what ways is 
God calling you to help others find and follow Jesus?
