COMMERATIONS 
Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna, martyr, died 156 
Said to have been known by John, the author of 
Revelation, as well as the important early church 
fathers Irenaeus and Ignatius, Polycarp serves as 
a vital link in church history. He was burned at 
the stake at age 86 for refusing to renounce his 
faith. 
Elizabeth Fedde, deaconess, died 1921 
Born and trained in Norway as a deaconess, 
Fedde was asked to minister to the poor and to 
seamen in New York City. She established the 
Deaconess House in Brooklyn and Deaconess 
Hospital in Minneapolis.
