COMMERATIONS 
George Herbert, hymn writer, died 1633 
Excellent scholar who briefly served the English 
parliament, then became a parish priest. He’s 
known for devoted care of his parishioners, and 
writing poetry/hymns, including "Come, my way, 
my truth, my life." He died at age 40. 
John Wesley, died 1791; Charles Wesley, died 
1788; renewers of the church 
Brothers led a revival originally intended to 
remain within the Church of England, one that 
involved frequent communion/advocacy for the 
poor. Except for a brief time in America, they 
worked in England. Charles was also a prolific 
hymn writer. After their deaths, their work led to 
the formation of the Methodist Church.
