The disciples are transformed from fearful cowards 
to fearless preachers in the face of the religious leaders' 
persecution. The death of Stephen, the first martyr, is a 
catalyst for the spread of the message and the growth of the 
church. The Gentiles are welcomed into the fellowship of 
the church and are no longer "unclean," excluded from the 
membership in God's family.
