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Minutes: February 9, 2026, Meeting of Congregation Council
RLC Library and via Zoom

Council Meeting Guests: None

Call to order. Karen Miller called the meeting to order at 7:33

Opening Devotions. Sabine Detweiler led opening devotions with a discussion of her Star Word: “True.” The
discussion drew on Biblical passages selected by Sabine and a consideration of multiple connotations of the word
“true.”

Approval of Minutes. Minutes from the meeting were previously approved by email.

Adoption of Agenda. The agenda, as emailed in advance of the meeting, was approved by the Council.

Executive Committee Summary. The Executive Committee met on February 4 and talked about the items on
tonight’s agenda.

Discussion Iltem: General Updates. Karen Miller expressed appreciation for Pastor John Teitman’s availability to
preside over services during Pastor Core’s absence and drew special attention to the thoughtful way he connects
his sermons with life at Redeemer. Pastor Core returns for services on February 15.

Treasurer’s Report. Treasurer Steve Bott presented the 2026 Financial Summary through January 31, which was
made available via email prior to the meeting.Redeemer had a $20,000 surplus at the end of January, which
includes the $10,000 surplus from 2025. Discussion revolved around historical patterns of giving at Redeemer and
a comparison of 2026 line-item budget amounts with other years.

Discussion Item: Pledge Update. Karen Miller provided an update on the collection of intentions that took place
during the drive on and around January 18. Redeemer saw an increase in the number of intentions from previous
years. Council is very appreciative of the generosity of those who declared their intention to give.

Discussion Item: Results of Nominating Committee for Council and Endowment Committee. Karen Miller
reported that the Nominating Committee for Council identified Sara Egeland and David Broderdorf as candidates
for the two open positions. Lara Paukovits will be the candidate for the open position on the Endowment
Committee. All candidates will need to be approved by vote of the Congregation at the Annual meeting. Council
expressed gratitude for all three individuals for volunteering to serve.

Discussion Item: Review of Annual Meeting Agenda and Plan for Meeting. The agenda for the Annual Meeting
and the Annual Report were emailed to Council in advance of the meeting. Karen reviewed each item on the
agenda with Council.

Discussion Item: Constitutional Updates. As a follow-up to the previous Council meeting when proposed
constitutional modifications were approved, Karen reviewed the two customary methods for obtaining
Congregational approval of these modifications: by continuing resolution or by amendment. Given that the non-
required modifications reflect ongoing customs and practices that are already established in the Redeemer
community, and also given that the required modifications are requirements established by the DC Synod, Council
agreed that these modifications should be approved as amendments. The amendments will be presented at the
Annual Meeting for Congregational approval.




Discussion Item: Transition Team Progress. Karen Miller reported that the Transition Team is carefully analyzing
the over 80 responses to the survey that was recently distributed within the Congregation. The Transition Team is
still collecting data and making a significant effort to ensure that the body of responses are reflective of the entire
Redeemer community.

Discussion Item: Nominating Team for Call Committee. Work on this project will be tabled until March, with a
tentative target date of mid-June for submitting the Mission Site Profile (MSP) as part of the call process.

Discussion Item: Youth News. Annabelle Allard led the discussion and reported that the next youth ministry
activity is scheduled for February 22. Details on additional youth activities are being worked out and updates will
be forthcoming.

Discussion Item: Spiritual Nurture. The Lenten Retreat for February 21 has been cancelled.

Discussion Item: Lenten Dinners. Council is scheduled to host the Lenten dinner on February 18, Ash Wednesday.
A Sign-up genius will be distributed prior to the dinner to organize the potluck. Services will be held following the
dinner. Dinner starts at 6:15, set up begins at 6:00, and the service will start at 7:00. Karen will be unable to
attend due to a previously scheduled conflict.

Discussion Item: Bishop Visit. Bishop Phil Hirsch will visit Redeemer on February 15. He will preach and preside at
all three services, and a lunch will be scheduled following the 11:00 session.

Discussion Item: Departing Council Members. Council acknowledged the contributions of departing members
Lena Martikainen and Sarah Getter. Karen and the entire Council expressed thanks to both Lena and Sarah for
their service and dedication.

Ministry Reports: Music and Worship. Sabine Detweiler reported that the recent meeting of the Music and
Worship committee focused on securing coverage during Pastor Core’s absence, services for Ash Wednesday, and
Bishop Hirsch’s visit on February 15th.

Ministry Reports: Fellowship. Council discussed the challenges of reconciling the desire to gather outside of
services with the constraints on people’s time and energy which make it difficult to organize opportunities to do
so. It was noted that this is a challenge felt nation-wide, as reflected in the variety of media articles and podcasts
on the topic.

New Business: Karen Miller and Council thanked Victoria for her thoughtful input and participation in Council this
year as the youth representative on Council.

Construction Project Updates from February

The recent construction activity in the office wing includes removing all the old tile and fixtures in the
hallway bathroom, installing new electrical wiring for the HVAC system, starting the skim coating of the
cement block walls, removing a cement block wall that was apparently added between two offices after
the church’s original construction and was not properly secure on the top or sides; therefore for safety
reasons it was removed and will be rebuilt with improved sound absorption.

A reminder that the office visitor’s entrance during the workday on Mondays to Fridays is now Door #15 on
the Chain Bridge Road side of the building. If you have been issued a door fob, it will still work at Door #10
on the Westmoreland Street side of the building. However, as additional construction work is done in that
entrance area, there may be times you will be redirected to Door #15. Visitors and Members should not
use Door #1, the Preschool main entrance on the Chain Bridge side, during daytime hours Monday through
Friday due to our safety and security procedures for the Preschool.

The outdoor phase of our construction project involves the renovation of the playground area and the
addition of a columbarium. We sent out RFPs (Request for Proposals) to several area general contractors,
including the firm that is currently doing our interior building renovations. Unfortunately, the bid for the
playground renovation has come back much higher than we were expecting. The construction budget for
the outdoor work was based on two rounds of estimates done during the design phase from an
independent estimator. However, additional county requirements for stormwater management and tree
protections and annual rising costs have led to this situation. We are currently working with our architects,
engineers and the general contractors to determine how we can reduce the cost for the natural play area
and develop a plan for a path forward.

We are approximately halfway through the completion of the office wing renovations. Your on-going
financial support of this construction project is very much appreciated. As you consider other ways to
support the work that is underway, please think about one of the tax advantaged giving options. The
gifting of appreciated stocks or mutual funds will help minimize your capital gain taxes. Also, the gifting of
an IRA’s Required Minimum Distributions (RMDs) can also lower your taxable income. See Redeemer’s
website under the additional “Giving” heading for more information. This is an option for your regular
planned giving to the church too.
