Dear Parishioners, 
 
“Ready to get comfortable?” - Perhaps some of you 
have seen the General Electric (GE) billboards with 
this slogan along Highway 41.  As I notice these       
billboards and as we enter Lent, I want to respond, 
“NO! This is not a season for comfort.” Now, I say this 
a bit tongue and cheek.  I am certainly not advocating 
for anyone to turn off their heat for these 40 days! 
 
In our Gospel for this Sunday, Jesus goes into the   
desert for 40 days and 40 nights to fast and to be 
tempted by the devil.  This was far from a “comfy”    
situation for Jesus.  We too enter the desert for these 
40 days with Jesus.  We have committed to fasting 
from certain pleasures and giving of ourselves so that 
we can encounter Christ more deeply in our pray-
er.  This is where I want to focus. 
 
It is easy to look at Lent as the time “when I am sad 
and uncomfortable because I give up ‘x,y, or z.’” Let’s 
flip that on its head.  Let’s say, “Lent is the time when I 
am filled with joy! I have cleared more space for Jesus. 

And I want nothing more than to       
encounter Him more deeply.”  With this 
positive view of Lent, we just might get 
more comfortable with the Lord.

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Anointing of the Sick       
By the sacred anointing of the sick 
and the prayer of the priests the 
whole Church commends those who 
are ill to the suffering and glorified 
Lord, that he may raise them up and 
save them.  And indeed, she exhorts 
them to contribute to the good of the 
People of God by freely uniting themselves to the              
Passion and death of Christ. 
                        ~Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1499 
 

People tend to panic when a priest is called to the      
hospital for an anointing.  The patient thinks the priest is 
the angel of death, coming to give last rites.  For loved 
ones, it means that Grandma is surely going to die, and 
then poor grandma has an anxiety attack. 
 

The Anointing of the Sick is something everyone       
eventually will need.  It is given to those near death, or 
facing the possibility of death, such as going under     
anesthesia before a serious operation.  The Sacrament 
of Anointing is not just for bodily or physical healing, but 
emotional and spiritual healing as well. 
 

Anointing imparts gifts of strengthening in the Holy Spirit 
against anxiety, discouragement, and temptations,     
uniting the person’s suffering to Christ’s suffering on the 
Cross, and gives peace and fortitude.  This is a powerful 
healing.  So, the priest is coming to grandma because 
we’re praying for her healing, not necessarily to send her 
away.  The catechism states clearly that this is “not a 
sacrament for those only who are at the point of death.  
Hence, as soon as anyone of the faithful begins to be in 
danger of death from sickness or old age, the fitting time 
for him to receive this sacrament has already               
arrived” (1514). 
 

Anointing is a hope that God may bring healing.  Keep in 
mind, however, that every time God does allow suffering, 
He wants to bring a greater good out of it, so there is 
meaning to what many see as evil.  Suffering therefore, 

can be redemptive.

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The Woman at the Well 
This Lent, I am spending time with Jesus and the Samaritan woman at the 
well. This story from the Gospel of John (Chapter 4) forms the backdrop for 
our weekly Lenten mini-retreat coming up in March. (As a side note, I hope 
you will join us! More details can be found elsewhere in this bulletin.)  
 

The story of the “Woman at the Well” is rich in meaning and like all of   
Scripture still speaks to us in many ways. I’ll unpack a thought or two            
inspired by this story in this column throughout the Lenten season. As you 
follow along, I’d also encourage you to read and pray with John 4 to see what the Holy Spirit draws out for you 
personally. 
 

In the opening lines of this account, we read that Jesus “had to go through Samaria.” The urgency and               
insistence of this phrase seems to me to be about more than geographical necessity. Samaria was not just 
somehow unfortunately in between Jesus and his destination, an obstacle that had to be crossed on his way to 
where he really wanted to be. Rather I imagine that even if Samaria had been nowhere close to Jesus’ route, he 

would still have felt compelled by the Holy Spirit to travel through it. Jesus had to go, because he knew there 
was someone special there he needed to meet. 

 

Before Jesus even meets the Samaritan woman, we see his intentionality in seeking 
her out. He had to go through Samaria, because she was there. 
 

Have you ever experienced Jesus’ intentionality with you in a similar way? We usually 

think of ourselves as being on a quest to seek after God, but we only seek him              

because he has sought us first. Remember those times when you’ve noticed how 
Jesus has intentionally come to you, and give thanks. If you’re longing for him to find 
you, ask for eyes to see how he “had to go” to you, wherever your Samaria is. 
 

Let us always seek the One who is seeking us!
